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Foreword by Kaffe Fassett 

What are the ingredients that combine to make a good knitwear designer? A facility for technique 

certainly makes a difference when it comes to designing patterns for others to follow and, of 

course, a good feeling for colour also comes very high in my book. But first and foremost, a good 

knitwear designer must have an eye for style, which can only be obtained by years of intense 

looking and experimenting. Brandon popped out of the womb with one of the sharpest eyes for 

style I've ever come across. He takes a prodigious amount of joy in people-watching and there is 

little that escapes his laser beam. 

Having no education in design, what is most noticeable about Brandon is his swift willingness to 

learn from everything put before him. He came to my studio back in 1991 with the vague and 

ambitious notion of making some order in the place. "You'll have to invent the job,’ | told him as | 

rushed about trying to design, answer telephones, Cook for workers, stitch large tapestry 

commissions and knit swatches for the next Rowan season. Brandon calmly — but with energy 

and speed — took over the telephones, cooked the meals and arranged the masses of lectures, 

workshops and exhibitions | was involved with. Seeing how much joy he took in new experiences 

like museums, theatres and the odd trio away, | began to take on more work in foreign 

destinations. | trained him to knit, do needlepoint, hook rag rugs and grout mosaics. Soon we 

were travelling the world doing workshops, where he proved an inspiring teacher. Exotic Countries 

like South Africa, Japan, Guatemala and India filled our designers' eyes with an explosion of

colour and pattern. After a few years of this he took over the knitting workshops altogether, 

learning So much (as we teachers do) from students struggling to grasp colour and technique. 

One day Brandon put all this knowledge and influence into one of his first knitwear designs, which 

| liked so much | included it in my own book Kaffe's Classics. Needlepoint and rag rug designs 

followed, but his stylish eye brought him back again and again to knitwear design. Vogue Knitting 

Magazine was quick to grab his use of colour and he is now a regular design contributor. 

| feel sure you will enjoy the variety of moods and levels of design found among these pages. 

Some are for beginners, others are more challenging — but most are done in basic stocking 

stitch. This first book of Brandon's is a fine launch indeed for a most natural talent.

Who is Brandon Mably you may wonder? The answer is that I'm a guy brought up ina small 

seaside town on the coast of South Wales who is crazy about colour and design and 

enthusiastic to share my pleasures with others. Fine appearance has been bred into me from an 

early age starting with my Irish grandparents, who were always immaculately dressed, and my 

mother, who made fine clothes when my sister and | were children, some of which she still has. 

| have also always been attracted to personalities with an individual flair for clothing. One of my 

fondest childhood memories is seeing a neighbour doing her grocery shopping in a blue striped 

kaftan that her husband had bought her from the Far East — how proud she looked to be 

wearing it. 

But why knitting you may also wonder? As a child, my first impressions of wool were unusually 

fostered by visits to our local sweet shop, which also served as the yarn shop. Next to all the 

glass jars containing delicious lurid coloured candies were floor-to-ceiling dark wooden shelves, 

wire racks and old glass cabinets quite simply bulging with vividly coloured balls, spools and 

hanks of knitting yarn. A great way to get children into a yarn shop at an early age, wouldn't you 

say? | also have distant memories of knitting lessons being taught to the boys as well as girls as 

part of our school curriculum. But sadly my only lasting recollection of the lessons are of the deep 

smoky pink coloured plastic knitting needles that | used. It was only in my early twenties that | 

discovered knitting was a delightfully simple and unexpected way of playing with colour. 

| started my career in knitwear design back in the early nineties when | turned from professional 

cooking to designing. This unusual career change came about through an accidental meeting 

with the man who really put knitting on the map — Kaffe Fassett. The moment | first walked into his 

studio | was struck by the walls, which were braced with shelves from floor to ceiling housing 

spools of yarn divided into their colour groups. The floorboards were strewn with Turkish and 

islamic carpets and there were piles of needlepoint cushions smothered in images of vegetables, 

animals and flowers. Waist-high Chinese ums and collections of decorative ceramics filled every 

corner and there was a veritable bank of huge, wide open wicker baskets stuffed with yet more 

balls of wool, cotton, silk and chenille yarns; all in smouldering tones of colour and various 

textures, Cupboards and drawers burst with neatly stacked, highly patterned knitted garments. It 

was like entering that sweet shop for the first time all over again. 

This was my first brush with the labyrinth of a creative mind and something | knew | wanted to be 

a part of. My apprenticeship took place as | attended to the organizing and running of the studio, 

while watching Kaffe and his team design and execute commissions and create the books for 

which he is now famous. Kaffe would often ask for my input on the designs he was creating and, 

liking my intuitive answers, he encouraged me to try designing myself. As Kaffe's schedule filled 

up with other tasks, | slowly took over teaching his knitting workshops. These teaching posts took 

me to the varied and exotic worlds of Iceland, Africa, Japan, North and South America, where 

everything about the cultures stimulated my designer's eye. | entered Kaffe Fassett's world with 

no experience but soon discovered | had a natural instinct for colour and design. This has grown 



as | have had the opportunity of teaching and helping others. And there is nothing more 

rewarding than encouraging other people to have a go themselves. It has taught me one thing 

beyond all others — most people have buried in them a sense of colour and design. 

I'm fairly new to the knitting world and quite basic in my approach to technique. In the process of 

learning to knit | realized that the cables, fancy stitches and unusual shapes would distract from 

the impact | wanted to create. So | concentrated on using good old stocking stitch and the 

fabulous intarsia and Fair Isle techniques (described in detail on pages 10-11) that enable you to 

control colour changes and knit in your ends as you work. Keeping the shape of the garments 

simple and classic allows for any sizing to be easily incorporated. And now, here | am throwing 

£ 
out some ideas for you to knit up but, like any good recipe, feel free to change the ingredients to 

suit your own palette and shape. All the garments are knitted in the wonderful colour ranges of 

Rowan and Jaegar yarns, mostly using basic stocking stitch. Take advantage of all the yarns you 

have available and if they are not on your doorstep look a little further, remembering that there is 

always the Internet and mail order. When styling a garment, it is also important to keep in mind 

that a colour scheme can be enriched or diminished by the colours accompanying it through 

buttons and other accessories. 

| hope you enjoy this book as much as | have enjoyed putting it together.

Introduction 



BASIC INFORMATION 

CHOOSING YARNS 

If you want to work any of the pattems in your own colourway, ignoring the 

colours I've specified then, of course, you can do so. However, if you're 

nervous about choosing colours, or if you want something exactly like the 

garment pictured, then use the yarns specified. I've recommended a yam 

type and colour for all pattems and listed the amount needed of each. 

That amount is never less than 25g (1.02) since it's impossible to buy in 

smaller quantities, so there will be lots left over and these can be added to 

your stockpile of yam. Try to buy the yam specified in the pattem; 

however, if you prefer to use a substitute, buy a yam that is the samme 

weight and has the same tension or stitch gauge (see below). It is 

essential to check metreage or yardage. Yam that weighs the same may 

have different lengths, and you may need to buy more or less yam. 

Check the ball band (yam wrapper) on the yam. Most labels now carry all 

the information you need about fibre content, washing instructions, weight 

and metreage or yardage. Some of them will tell you the needle sizes to 

use and the standard tension (cr stitch size) these create. 

TENSION (GAUGE) 
| sympathise with knitters who are impatient to get on with the job and 

do not want to spend time on tension samples. However, the same 

instructions in the hands of tight or loose knitters can end up in a 

child's jacket or a huge coat. So the dreaded tension squares are 

alosolutely essential if hours of work are not to be wasted. 

‘Tension’ is the number of stitches and rows to a centimetre (inch) 

that should be obtained on the given needles, yarn and stitch pattern 

and is also known as ‘stitch gauge’ or ‘gauge’. The tension determines 

the measurements of a garment so it is very important that you obtain 

the same number of rows and stitches as given in each pattern. A 

small difference over 10 centimetres (4 inches) can add up to a 

considerable amount over the complete width of the knitted garment. 

To check your tension, work a sample at least 10 centimetres (4 

inches) Square using the given yarn, needles and stitch pattern used 

for the garment. Press the tension swatch lightly on a flat surface, but 

do not stretch the sample. Using a ruler, measure and mark the 

number of stitches and rows in the central area of the sample and 

check this number against the set tension. If you have too many 

stitches try another swatch using larger needles, but if you have too 

few stitches try again with smaller needles. Remember also that where 

the instructions give the tension ‘over pattern’, then the tension square 

must be worked from the chart and the colours handled as specified. 

Also, try to use several of the yarns specified (if any combinations are 

called for, make sure to work them in the tension sample). 

HANDLING MANY COLOURS 

Many of the patterns in this book look infinitely complicated, rich and 

intricate, which may lead some of you to think they are extremely 

difficult to knit. In fact they are well within the capabilities of the average 

knitter. | only ever use stocking stitch and rios, with the occasional 

edging of crochet, moss stitch or garter stitch, so all you really have to 

think about are the colours. 

Handling a large number of colours is something that worries a lot of 

knitters. In fact, it's not as difficult as it seems. Many of the patterns 

only use two or three colours to a row — it's just that those colours 

change frequently and that's what makes them seem complicated. 

The most important thing when knitting with lots of colours is to handle 

the yarns properly. There are two main methods: intarsia and Fair Isle. 

INTARSIA 

The intarsia method is mostly used where there are lots of different 

colours in a row, many of them used in only one or two places. Instead 

of being carried across the back of the work, these yarns are simply 

worked in their place then left hanging until the next row, and the next 

colour is knitted. In most cases, it is important to twist the two yarns 

together at the colour change to avoid holes (this is especially 

important when working vertical lines). 

The easiest way to work intarsia is to wind off small lengths of yarn 

for each coloured area to be worked. When knitting, link one yarn to 

the next by twisting the two yams around each other once at the 

change over point on the wrong side of the work. This will avoid gaps. 

All ends should then be damed in along the colour lines. Never weave 

into a row as this will show through to the right side. Be particularly 

Careful to keep an even tension.

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Basic information 

FAIR ISLE 

Knitting-in is really my term for what Fair Isle knitters call 'weaving-in’, 

When two or more colours are used repeatedly in a row, the yam not 

being worked is carried across the back until it is next needed. If only a 

few stitches are spanned, then it can simply be looped, or 'stranded', 

across (very loosely). If there are more than about five stitches to span, it 

should be woven under and over the working yarn as you go, so that the 

looped yarns are caught at the back of the work (| always operate these 

STRANDING ON A KNIT ROW 

‘floating’ yams with my left hand). Some knitters knit-in in this way on 

every other stitch, but | find it sufficient to do it on every third stitch or so. 

It is very important that the ‘stranding’ or 'weaving-in' is done at a 

relaxed even tension or the knitting will pucker. In any case, this 

method does pull in a great deal more than the intarsia method, and 

therefore results in quite a different tension, so it's vital not to get the 

two confused. 

STRANDING ON A PURL ROW 

1 To knit-in yarn on a knit stitch, insert the right-hand needle into the 

next stitch and lay the yarn to be knitted-in over the right-hand needle. 

Knit the stitch with working yam, taking it under the yarn not in use and 

making Sure you do not catch this strand into the knitted stitch. 

2 Knit the next stitch with the working yarn, taking it over the yarn 

being knitted-in. Continue like this, weaving the loose colour over and 

under the working yarn alternately with each stitch until you need to 

use it again. 

1 To knit-in yarn on a purl stitch, insert the right-hand neecle into the 

next stitch and lay the yam to be knitted-in over the right-hand needle. 

Purl the stitch with working yam, taking it under not in use and making 

sure you do not catch this strand into the purled stitch. 

2 Purl the next stitch with the working yarn, taking it over the yarn 

being knitted-in. Continue like this, weaving the loose colour over and 

under the working yarn alternately with each stitch until you need to 

use it again. 

KNITTING-IN ENDS 

| also knit in all the ends of yarn as | work. This saves hours of 

laborious darning in after the knitting is over. It's basically the same as 

knitting in the floating yarns. What you do is this; when joining in a new 

colour leave ends of about 8cm (3 in) on the old yarn and the new; 

work the next two stitches with the new yarn then, holding both ends 

in your left hand, lay them over the working yarn and work the next 

stitch; now insert the right-hand needle into the next stitch in the usual 

way, then bring the ends (still holding them in your left hand) up over 

the point of the right-hand needle and work this stitch past the ends. 

Carry on in this way laying the ends over the working yarns on every 

second or third stitch and knitting past the ends on the following stitch 

until they are completely knitted in. 

WORKING WITH MANAGEABLE LENGTHS 

This is the hottest tio for speed and the preservation of your sanity when 

knitting with many colours. The different yams inevitably get tangled at 

the back of the work, so | rarely have balls or bobbins attached. Instead | 

break off short lengths of 6(O-100cm (2-3 ft), depending on the area to 

be covered, and use these. As they get tangled it's easy just to pull 

through the colour you want. When more of a colour is required tie on 

another length, knitting in all the ends as you work. This method also 

encourages you to introduce subtle changes of tone.

SWISS DARNING (DUPLICATE STITCH) 

you can correct mistakes without having to unravel your work, you can 

add extra colours to give a scheme just a little more lift, and you can 

mask a colour that isn't working, 

Swiss daring, or duplicate stitch, is a great boon when knitting with 

colours. You simply cover a stitch or several stitches with yarn in a 

different colour after the knitting has been completed. This means that 

1 Thread a blunt-ended needle 

with yarn the same weight as the 

stitch you are darning over. Bring 

the needle out at the base of the 

first stitch you want to cover, then 

take it under the base of the 

stitch above. 

2 Take the needle back through 

the base of the first stitch and 

out at the base of the next stitch. 

Continue to cover each stitch 

this way. 

READING PATTERNS 

Most of the patterns in this book are one size. However, where there 

are several sizes, the smallest size is given first in the instructions and 

appears outside of the round () brackets (or parantheses); the larger 

sizes are given inside the brackets. Work pattern instructions given in 

square [ ] brackets the number of times stated afterwards. Where O 

appears, no stitches or rows are worked for this size. 

CHARTS 

Most of the patterns are worked from charts. Each square on a chart 

represents a stitch, and each horizontal row of squares represents a 

row of knitting. The first row of the chart usually represents the first row 

of the knitting. You read knit rows from right to left and purl rows from 

left to right (unless otherwise stated); and you start at the bottom of the 

chart and work up (unless otherwise stated). 

The symbols on the chart refer to the colours or yarns to be used for 

those stitches. In some cases there will also be a colour sequence 

table or key to the symbols which will tell you exactly what colour to use 

for each stitch. Sometimes the chart for the whole garment is given; 

alternatively, only a section will be given and it may be necessary to 

repeat it several times. If the colour pattern is a repeated design, the 

chart will indicate how many stitches are in each repeat. The stitches 

before and after the repeat are the edge stitches. You knit the edge 

stitches at the beginning of the row, then knit the repeat as many times 

as necessary until you reach the edge stitches at the end of the row. All 

this will be explained on the charts themselves or in the instructions. 

Once you get used to them, charts are much easier to work from 

than written instructions because you can see exactly what you are 

supposed to be doing. Often the first few rows are written out just to 

get you started. To help keep your place, cover the part of the chart 

not yet worked with a piece of stiff card.

FINISHING 

Some things can make or break a garment as far as I'm concerned. 

Many of these are to do with the way it is finished. Working edgings 

too loosely or too tightly has, above all else, given hand knitting a bad 

name. After working an edging for the first time, we often find that we 

need more or fewer stitches and have to unpick and reknit it, so don't 

be afraid to redo them if they don't work out initially. These patterns tell 

you exactly how many stitches to pick up (for neckbands, collars, and 

SO on), but the essential thing is to space the stitches evenly along the 

appropriate edge. 

Plain wide button and buttonhole bands are another of my béte 

noires. | like them to be patterned or striped or, if they have to be plain 

as narrow as possible. This is why we almost always make our 

buttonholes on the same row as we pick up the stitches. Some of you 

BACKSTITCH 

may find this a bit tricky, in which case do make your buttonholes in 

the usual way, but add stripes or patterns to avoid that wide blank strip 

down the front of the garment. | like the buttons to all but disappear 

into a garment while still having a quiet life of their own, and I'm always 

combing markets to find special ones. 

Good pressing also makes an enormous difference, especially to 

patterned knitting. Since | use mixtures of yarns | always play safe and 

press with a steam iron or over a damp cloth. | don't like to flatten the 

knitting completely so | try not to be too heavy-handed. We also pay 

special attention to pressing seams and hems. | use either backstitch 

or mattress stitch when sewing up garments to produce an almost 

invisible seam. All seams should be sewn with a large blunt-ended 

yam or tapestry neecle to avoid splitting the yarn. 

MATTRESS STITCH 

1 With right sides placed side by side, secure the seam by taking the 

needle twice around the outer edges from back to front. Then bring 

the needle through both thicknesses no more than 1¢m (1/4 in) from 

-where the yarn last came out. 

2 Insert the needle back into the point where the yarn came out from 

the last stitch and bring the needle back through the same distance 

ahead of the emerging yarn. Repeat these steps, keeping stitches of 

uniform length and in an absolutely straight line. 

With the right sides of the knitting facing you, insert the needle under 

the horizontal bar between the first stitch and next stitch. Then insert 

the needle under the same bar on the other piece. Continue to do this, 

drawing up the thread to form the seam. 

CIRCULAR NEEDLES 

| almost always use circular needles or twinpins. Sometimes you 

have to use them (or double-pointed knitting needles) for working 

neckbands in the round, but they are also much more convenient 

than the conventional pairs of straight knitting needles even for flat 

knitting. When making garments in one piece (all the jackets and 

coats in this book are made this way), the knitting can get very 

heavy. With straight knitting needles this weight is taken by your 

arms; with circular needles it rests much more comfortably in your 

lap. Circular needles can also hold far more stitches than ordinary 

straight knitting needles. 

CARING FOR YOUR GARMENT 

Taking care of your knitted garments is important. If you have invested 

time and effort into knitting them, you want them to look good for as long 

as possible. Follow these simple care guidelines for the best results. 

Washing and drying your knitting 

Check the ball band on your yarn for washing instructions. Many yarns 

can now be machine washed on a delicate wool cycle. You may find it 

helpful to make a note of the measurements of the garment, such as 

the width and length, prior to washing. After washing, lay the garment 

flat and check the measurements again to see if they are the same. If 

not, smooth and pat it back into shape. 

If hand washing, use soap flakes specially created for hand knits 

and warm, rather than hot, water. Handle the knits gently in the water — 

do not rub or wring because this can felt the fabric. Rinse well to get 

rid of any soap, and squeeze out excess water. You may need to get 

rid of more water by rolling the garment in a towel, or you can use the 

delicate spin cycle of the washing machine. 

Dry the garment by laying it out flat on top of a towel to absorb 

moisture, smooth and pat into shape. Do not dry knits near direct heat 

such as radiator. 

Store your knits loosely folded to allow the air to circulate.

With RS facing, using 3'Zamm (no 10/US 8) 

needles with yam A, pick up and K 21 sts 

down Left Front neck, 16 sts from stitch 

holder across Front neck, 21 sts up Right 

Front neck and 40 sts from stitch holder 

across Back neck. 98 sts. 

Work 10 rows in K1, P71 rib in stripe 

sequence as folls: 

Work 2 rows with yarn A. 

Work 2 rows with yarn E, 

Work 2 rows with yarn G, 

Work 2 rows with yarn F. 

Work 2 rows with yarn D. 

Cast off (bind off) loosely and evenly in rib, 

Jain left shoulder seam using backstitch or 

mattress stitch.

Like so many good ideas, the inspiration for Aurora came to me while | was flipping through a book on kilim carpets. The original design had a very 

set repeat for the motif, which | wanted to avoid. The result is this waistcoat where the different shades of tweed yarn in the background and motifs 

remind me of the mysterious night sky. Using blue, green and cranberry tweed yarns for the background, with oatmeal and dusty pink highlights, 

the waistcoat knits up beautifully as a simple Fair Isle pattern. I've chosen a handsome dark palette for this garment, but a design like this can be 

easily re-coloured. For instance, consider shades of warm browns and deep blue with tones of steely grey for the motifs — or you might have your 

own inspiration to play with.
