


Melrakki Sweater - Icelandic Style Sweater . The sweater is knit bottom-up. Start by knitting the
body and both sleeves up to the yoke. The underarm stitches of the body and the sleeves are
transferred to pieces of scrap yarn or stitch holders and the remaining stitches of the body and the
sleeves are combined on a circular knitting needle to form the yoke which is shaped by simple
decreases until the neckline stitches are cast off. The underarm stitches on the body and the sleeves
are grafted together by the Kitchener stitch.

Gauge; 13 sts and 18 rows = 10 x 10 cm measured over stocking stitch using 6 mm needles.
Check your tension and adjust needle size if necessary.

Yarn: Alafosslopi — 100 g
Artic Exposure OR Blue Tweed 5(5,5,5,5) * + 1 for Turtle Neck
White 2 (2, 2, 2 ,2)
Indigo 1(1, 2, 2,2)

Needles:; Circular needle 40 cm 4%:mm *or double pointed needle if preferred
Circular needle 40cm 6 mm  *or double pointed needle if preferred
Circular needle 80 cm 4%:mm
Circular needle 80 cm 6 mm

Other Materials: stich holder and stitch markers

Available Size: S(M, L, XL, XXL)- Chest size, length and sleeve length for each size are provided at
the beginning of each pattern. Take account of these figures when selecting the size, you wish to
knit. Instructions for the smallest size are given first, with the larger sizes following. If only one figure
is given, it applies to all sizes.

Chest :80(92,105,111,116) cm
Length to underarm: 40 (42, 45, 46, 48) cm

Sleeve length to underarm: 48 (49 ,51,52,52 ) cm
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Body : Cast on 100 (116, 132, 140, 156) sts using 4%amm circular needle in golden heather and join in
a circle .Work the rib k2, p2 ( knit, knit, purl, purl) for 7.5 cm.( about 10 rows) Change to 6mm
needle and knit ( knit stitch ) 1 row - increase by 4 (4, 4, 4 ,4) sts evenly over the round. You will end
up with =>104 (120, 136, 144 , 160) sts. Work chart 1 . Continue knitting in golden heather until
body measures 40 (42, 45, 46 , 48) cm. Do not knit the last 4 (4, 5, 5,5) stiches of the last round. Set
aside and work sleeves.

Sleeves : Cast on 28 (28, 32, 32,32) sts using 4%xmms needles in golden heather and join in a circle.
Work the rib k2, p2 ( knit, knit, purl, purl) for 7.5 cm.( about 10 rows). Change to 6mm needles, knit
1 row, and increase evenly spaced 4 (4, 8, 8,8) sts so you end up with =>=> 32 (32, 40, 40,40) sts.
Work chart 1. Continue knitting in golden heather (knit sts ) and increasing by 2 stiches (1 st after the
first st and 1 st before the last st in the round ) and then in every 8th round, you should reach a total
of 6 (7,5, 6, 6) times => 44 (46, 50, 52, 52) sts. Work until sleeve measures 48 (49, 51, 52, 52) cm.
Place 8 (9, 11, 10,10 ) sts underarm on a stich holder, the remaining stiches should be =>36 (37,
39, 42, 42) sts. Set aside and knit the second sleeve in the same way.

Yoke: Join body and sleeves with a 6mm circular needle . Place 8 (9, 11, 10,10) sts from the body on
stitch holder. Knit the first 36 (37, 39, 42, 42) sts of first sleeve, knit 44 (51, 57, 62, 70 ) sts of the
body (the front), place next 8 (9, 11, 10, 10) sts on stitch holder, knit 36 (37, 39, 42,42) sts of second
sleeve, knit 44 (51, 57, 62 , 70) sts of the body (the back) => 160 (176, 192, 208,224) sts. Work the
yoke pattern ( chart 2)and decrease accordingly . Change to shorter circular needle when necessary.
As soon the Yoke Pattern is finished change to 4%4mm circular needle. => 60 (66, 72, 78 , 84) Knit 1
round and decrease by 4 (6, 8, 10, 12) sts evenly spaced over the round so you end up with => 56
(60, 64, 68, 72) sts.

Neck Short : Work rib: k2, p2 ( knit, knit, purl, purl) for 4 cm. Bind off loosely.

Turtleneck : Work rib: k2, p2 ( knit, knit, purl, purl) for 20 cm. Fold Over. Bind off loosely.

Finishing: Graft the underarm stitches of the body and the sleeves together using the Kitchener
stitch. Weave in loose ends.

Wash the garment once it has been knitted. The garment should only be washed by hand in
lukewarm water (30°C) using a mild wool detergent. Soak the garment for about 10 minutes. Rinse
thoroughly in lukewarm water. Do not rub or wring the garment. Wrap the garment in towels and
squeeze out as much water as possible. Do a final rinse - For a soft feel of the fabric to put fabric
softener, hair conditioner (silicon free) or a little splash of apple cider vinegar in the final rinsing
water. Repeat to Wrap the garment in towels and squeeze out as much water as possible by
standing on it. Smooth the garment out on a dry towel, pull gently into shape and allow to dry.
