NOTES

Throw is worked in rows.

There is a Chart on[page 80} which you will
need to refer to. Each small square represents
1dc. Read all RS rows from right to left and WS
rows from left to right. On RS rows, the Chart is
repeated 6 times in total, and finished with the
first 10 sts of the repeat. On the WS rows, work
begins at the eleventh st. This is marked on the
Chart with an arrow. The first few rows of the
Chart have been written out to guide you.
Change colour on the final yrh of st before
colour change is indicated. Carry the unused
colour across the top of your sts, enclosing the
strand as you work.

Row 5 Ch3, 9tr, *(change to Pagoda, 2tr, change
to Fuchsia Sparkle, 2tr) twice, change to
Pagoda, 2tr, change to Feathered Gray, 10tr; rep
from * 5 times more, turn.

Rows 6-21 Follow Chart in patt set.

Rows 22-101 Rep Rows 2-21.

Change to Pagoda.

Row 102 Ch3, trin each st across.

Fasten off and weave in ends.

BORDER

Using a 4mm hook and with RS facing, join
Pagoda in any corner.

Round 1 (RS) Ch1 *(dc, ch1, dc) in corner, dcin
each st and 2dc in each row-end to next
corner; rep from * 3 times more, ss to beg dc.
Round 2 (RS) Ch1, dcin first st, *(dc, ch1,dc) in
ch-1 sp, *(3dc, picot) across to next corner; rep
from * around to end, ss to beg dc.

Fasten off and weave in ends.

NOTES

Parts of this pattern are worked using the
amigurumi method. Work stitches continuously
in a spiral without closing off each round with a
slip stitch. It may help to use a stitch marker in
the first stitch of each round, moving it up as
you work.

If you are making this as a toy for a child under
36 months, do not use safety eyes; instead,
embroider eyes using black stranded cotton.




Leave a long yarn tail when fastening off

Thread the needle
with yarn and insert it into the
right-hand piece, from back to
front, 1 stitch up fromiits
bottom edge and 1 stitch in
fromits left edge.

FROM MAT LEAVE TO NEW CAREER

Helen's route to running a yarn business was
farfrom predictable. Originally from Cornwall,
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she studied psychology to master’s level
before discovering herreal calling.

“When | came to have my second son, three
years later, | found myselfincredibly bored
during maternity leave, solthought'd havea
goatdyeing someyarnand afew people
encouraged metotrysellingiton Etsyand
that’s how Giddy Yarns got started.”

Inthe early days she dyed yarn at nightin
her kitchen, carefully putting her pans away
before heryoung children woke. A smallloan
from her parents gave her the start she
needed: wholesale yarn, packaging and dye
pans. Skein by skein, Giddy Yarns was born.

Today, Helen works from a three-room
commercial studio just five minutes from
home. “Before the studio | was working from
home, but I was really struggling with space!
Now | have the ability to leave work at work
which gives me amuch-needed break.”

From her cosy Dundee studio, indie dyer Helen Giddens transforms
stories into book-inspired skeins and thoughtful gifts

Though the studioisn’ta shop, she opens
the doors several times a year for Craft Days,
where visitors can craft, chatand, of course,
squish theyarn.

LITERARY COLOURWAYS

Atthe heart of Giddy Yarns lies Helen’s passion
forbooks. Alifelong reader, she finds colour
inspiration in everything from classic
children’s stories to Stephen King thrillers.
“Ihave always been a big reader, so using
books asinspiration came naturally tome.I'm
particularly inspired by classic children’s
books such as Winnie-the-Pooh or Beatrix
Potter, many of which come with wonderful
pictures to draw inspiration from.”

Some collections come directly from cover
art-such asthe bright palettes of Stephen
King's paperbacks —while others are shaped
by the worlds and charactersin Helen’s mind.



“My Lord of the Rings and Hitch Hiker’s Guide
to the Galaxy collections were inspired more
by what|seein my head when I thinkabout
the charactersI'm using asinspiration.”

Designing yarn s a process of sketches, test
skeinsand happy accidents. Even whenan
idea doesn’twork out, Helen finds a use for it:

Her distinct style leans towards speckles,
creating unique yarns that look equally
beautiful in knit or crochet. And she welcomes
requests too:if your favourite novel hasn't yet
beenimmortalisedinyarn, Helenis always
opentonewideas.

UNWRAP YOUR OWN CREATIVITY
For crocheters searching for the perfect
festive gift, Helen has thought of everything.
Herannual advent calendars are legendary,
each oneinspired by a different book. “One of
the things that|love to do with my advent
calendars every yearistoadd aread-along
element,” she explains, “so notonly doyou get
toopenalittle yarny package each day, but
youalso gettoread along with the book we're
inspired by.” This year’s calendar takes its cue
from Louisa May Alcott’s Little Women.
Monthly clubs are another treat, with
previous themes ranging from Middle Earth to
Wonderland.

F hobby. Forgetting turning chains and

losing hooks may be frustrating, but
the stakes are never that high. Unless, that
is, you're a contestant on Game of Wool,
the new competitive knitand crochet
reality show airing on Channel 4. Amid the
pressure of 10-hour challenges, dropped
stitches and nail-biting tension, knitters
and crocheters unite to prove what they're
capable of with yarn, needles and hooks.

Knitter and crocheter Tom Daley presents
the show, saying, “For these 10 contestants,
it'’s not the relaxing journey they're used to.
It'sa very intense competition.”

“There’s lots of dramain this,” adds
knitwear designer and Game of Wool judge
Sheila Greenwell. “That might not be a word
you associate with knitting!” Read on to find
out why this first-of-its-kind show will have
you hooked from episode one.

CRAFTING FORALL

Competitive craftingisntnewto TV, as
anyone who's tuned in to The Great British
Bake Off or The Great Pottery Throw Down will
know. With sewing, glassblowing and even
Lego having its onscreen moment, it's no
surprise that afibre arts reality show s finally
onthe cards. Direcalls the production
company filming her and Sheila chatting

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abouttheir knitting projects. “They came
back to us and said ‘Can we repurpose this
and doaknitting show?’ So we started
chatting about possible kind of challenges.”
Di,who has over40years' experience
making hand knitwear, was taught to knit
by afamily friend. After startingajobasa
teacher, she went travelling in the early 1980s
and arrived on the Isle of Skye where she
would spend the next 18 years perfecting her

knitting skills. In Fife, Scotland, she teamed
up with Sheila Greenwell, her co-judge on
Game of Wool, with whom she wrote The
Gansey Knitting Sourcebook.

Sheila also picked up her knitting needles
atayoungage.“It'savery clear memory. |
was taught when I was three. | could knit
before | wentto primary school!”

By comparison, professional diver turned
TV presenter Tomis fairly new to crafting,

teaching himself to knit just before the
Covid-19lockdown. “I started because my
coach told melwas running around too
much on the weekends. | needed to it still,
restand recover sol could train better the
nextweek.” He's since made a name for
himself on Instagram and has published
books on both knitting and crochet.

The trio clearly brings a passion for fibre
arts to the show, and in doing so, they hope
to break down the cliches and barriers that
surround crafting. “Throughout my entire
life, when I've said I'm a handknitter people
have said, ‘Oh, my granny knits,” Sheila says.
“Butso does Tom!”

“We've got people from all backgrounds,”
Tom adds. “We've got people that are older,
some thatare younger, men, women.One
personisaproper lads’ lad that loves to knit
onabuilding site. Knitting is for everyone,
and it’s such animportant skill.”

For Di,wholearnt to knit as a child, getting
kids on the crafting bandwagon comes with
awealth of benefits. “It teaches them so
many different skills: maths, reading
patterns, formula, using their hands, small
motor skills,” she explains. “We really hope
peopleare going to be so tuned in to knitting
and crochet thatit’s going to starta whole
generational thing. Grannies, mums,
children, dads - everybody havingago.”
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RISINGTENSION

You'd be forgiven for thinking that knitting
and crochetdon’tlend themselvestoa
competitive reality show. But the ethos

of Game of Woolis all about pushing
boundaries, challenging perceptions and
changing the narrative around fibre arts.

“Quite afew knitters have said to me, ‘How
isanybody going to make somethingin 10
hours?” Diremarks. The solution? Group
challenges. “We break them down, three to
four people working on one piece.”

“Thatdoesn’t happenin other shows,”
Sheila adds, “but we really wanted that
element of it, because they work together.
They help each other.”

All contestants must be able to knitand
crochet, and the techniques they use depend
onthetaskathand.The challengesare
judged blind by Diand Sheila before they
reconvenein the Stitchuation Room. It's here
they discuss who should be ‘cast off’ the show.
“When we're judging, we have very clear
marking systems,” Di explains. “Everybody
is marked for their group challenges and
receives an individual mark for that.”

The marking covers everything from
technical accuracy, which is Sheila’s domain,
to the designand construction, observed by
Di.“We ask them lots of questions about how
they’re making it, what they’re doing,” Di
says. “Finally, we come backin and look at the
finished pieces, and we go through all of
those criteria between us. We then put all
those marks together.” It’s a carefully
considered process that reminds Tom of his
athletic career: “They're very clear at the top
ofthe challenge, what they're looking for.”

I
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Each contestantis clearly talented, but the
more people are cast off, the more difficultitis
tojudge those remaining. “As we go through
the seriesand we get to know people, it just
gets harderand harder,” Sheila says.

It stands to reason that Game of Wool, like
othershows ofitsilk, brings dramaand, at
times, catastrophe forits contestants. “There
were tantrums,” Tom recalls. “There was one
occasion where | saw someone making a

huge mistake, and | had to not say anything
because I'm not meant to getinvolved!”

It's these high stakes that make the show
such a compelling watch. By building tension
—in every sense of the word - Game of Wool
conveys the effort, talentand dedication that
goesinto handcrafting.

BIGGERAND BETTER
This all begs the question... what will the
contestants be making? As you might expect,
it goes well beyond scarves and bobble hats.
“Anything you canimagine we pretty
much knit on this show,” Tom explains. “The
whole premise of itis to try and reimagine
whatknittingis. If you put your mind to
something, you can knitit.”

The group challenges allow for this
larger-than-life construction, with each
crafter working on a smaller part of the
whole. Their creativity and problem-solving
is pushed to the limit as they confront the
engineering challenges of large-scale
crafting. “The technical and design hoops
that people are jumping through toimpress
us, it'samazing,” Sheila says.

The finished projects are not simply
aesthetically pleasing - they mustalso be
functional.“One thing that people will be
surprised aboutis being able to construct
things that have to hold people’s weight,”
Tom says. “Some of the challenges are 12
hours. Itis a very small amount of time to knit
asofa.The engineering around the shaping
and being able to figure out structure —it's
really quite fascinating.”

“We love knit, we love crochet, we love
wool,” Dienthuses."We love to see what
people can create and the journeys they go
on.The peoplein this series have grownin
quite extraordinary ways.”

Forthose who have never picked up a
crochet hook, this could be the show that
inspires themto try. And for those who are
already in love with crafting, it's vindicating
toseeitinthelimelight, portrayed notjustas
ahobby but a skill with endless possibilities
and unique results. As Tom puts it, “Every
stitch is made with love. Every stitch is
imperfectly perfectin its own way. That’s
what people are embracing on this show.”

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Borders are a great way to finish a fabric,
whether it's crocheted, knitted or woven.
First you need to prepare the fabric by
weaving in the ends and blocking. With a
woven fabric, you need to hem the edges,
so they won't fray. You can work a blanket
stitch or back stitch along the edges to
create loops that you can crochet into.

Some border patterns are simple,
worked with plain rounds of double or
treble crochet. Others can be more

decorative, creating distinctive shapes
with a pattern repeat. Each pattern repeat
will be worked over the same number of
stitches on the row below, and you'll need
to know this number to plan the stitch
count of your base row.

In this guide, I'll show you how to work
a simple crochet border around your
fabric, and we'll also work a border that
works over a decorative pattern repeat.
Let’s get hooking...

HOW DO | ADD A SIMPLE BORDER?

Here’s an easy way to add a border...

To add a simple border, you'll need to join the yarn to the
beginning of any side. In this example we're going to work

a double crochet border. Make a ch1 to begin the round.

Step 1 Work double crochet evenly across the side of your
fabric. If you're working around a crochet fabric, work 1dc into
each st and 1-2 dc into each row-end depending on the stitch
pattern used. If you're working across a blanket stitch or back
stitch edge, you will need to work 2-4 sts depending on the
stitch width. Once you get to the corner, work an additional

stitch and place a marker in the corner stitch.

Step 2 On each subsequent rounds of dc, you need to work
3dc into each corner stitch, then move the marker to the
second dc to mark the new corner stitch. You can use this
simple border pattern to achieve the required stich count
needed for a more decorative border.

Tip With longer stitches, use the same technique, but work
more stitches into the corner. For treble crochet work 5tr and
move the marker to the third tr to mark the new corner stitch.

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HOW DO | MAKE A DECORATIVE BORDER?

It's easy to get creative with your border pattern...

First you need to know how many stitches each pattern repeat
is worked over. In the following example, each shell is worked
over 4 sts. Next, you need to decide where you want to
position your edging pattern’s shapes in relation to the
corners — do you want the shapes to sit on either side of the
corner or on the corner? Its usually slightly easier to position
the shapes to sit on either side of the corner, therefore treating
each side independently of each other.

Step 1 To position a shell each side of the corner, you will need
to work a simple border until each side has a multiple of 4 sts
plus 1 (including the 2 marked corner stitches at each end).

Below is another example of a decorative border pattern. With
this picot edging, the pattern is mostly plain double crochet
stitches, so you still have to work the usual 3dc at the corner to
increase. The pattern repeat is worked over a multiple of 3 sts.
Step 1 To keep the corner plain and position the picots evenly
on each side of the corner, start the pattern repeat in the
corner stitch and work the 3dc into the corner. Work a picot
and continue with the pattern repeat (3dc, picot) across to the
next corner. You will need to work a simple border until each
side has a multiple of 3 sts, including the corner.

Step 2 If you'd prefer the shape to sit right on the corner, you
usually need to plan how to make the shape work with the
corner increases. For example, with our shell pattern, you
could form a shell arc around the corner by positioning the
centre of the shell to fall at the corner stitch and then working
more stitches to take the shell shape around the corner. The
base round maths for this is a little different - you'll need to
drop the ‘plus 1" from the pattern repeat because you're
working the pattern continuously around instead of stopping
and starting again on each side. Just make sure the stitch
count across each side (including the 2 marked corner stitches
at each end) is a multiple of 4. You'll need to start the first
pattern repeat 2 stitches away from the corner stitch. Have

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SLIP STITCH (ss)

This stitch has no height - often used to join rounds

1 You can make a slip stitch in
any chain or stitch, to join it to
the working loop on the hook.
To make a slip stitch, simply
insert the hook into the stitch
indicated, from front to back.

2 Catch the ball end of the
yarn with the hook, so the
yarn wraps anticlockwise

DOUBLE CROCHET (dc) US term: single crochet

One of the key stitches in crochet, doubles are simple, compact stitches that form a dense fabric

1 To make a double crochet
stitch, insert the hook under
the top 2 loops of the next
stitch on the previous row.

2 Wind the yarn around the
hook (yrh).

3 Pull the yarn through the
stitch, giving you 2 loops on
your crochet hook.

HALF TREBLE CROCHET (htr) US term: half double crochet

A handy stitch that’s between double and treble crochet in size, and it looks slightly looser than double crochet

4 Yarn round hook again, then
pull the yarn through both
loops. There’s your double
crochet made and you'll have
one loop left on the hook,
ready to do the next stitch.

1 To make a half treble crochet
stitch, work to where you
want the htr and then wind
the yarn round the hook (yrh).

TREBLE CROCHET (tr) US term: double crochet

One of the most popular stitches in crochet, this simple stitch is twice as high as a double crochet stitch

1 To work a treble crochet,
start by winding yrh and then
insert the hook under the top
2 loops of the stitch on the
previous row.

WORKING IN ROWS

2 Wrap the yarn around the
hook (yrh) and pull the yarn
through the stitch only.

Follow these simple rules to construct crochet fabric

3 You will now have 3 loops on
the hook. Yrh again, and draw
the yarn through just the first
2loops on the hook.

4 You will now have 2 loops
on the hook. Yrh again and
draw the yarn through the
remaining loops on the
hook. Your treble crochet
is complete.

WORKING STITCHES INTO ARING

To make circles, tubes and other shapes

1 Thefirst row is made by
working across the
foundation chain fromright to
left. At the end of the chain or

row, turn the work so that the
yarn is behind the hook.

2 For the next row, first make
the turning chain for the stitch
you're about to work (see
opposite). Now work the next
stitch into the top of the
stitches on your first row,
missing the first stitch.

DOUBLE TREBLE CROCHET (dtr)
US term: treble crochet

This is a stitch regularly used

as an elongated version of the
treble (described above). It's
worked in a very similar way to
the treble, as follows:

1 Make a foundation chain. Skip
4ch, *yrh twice, and insert the
hook under the top loop of the
nextch.

2 Yrh, pull the yarn through the
chloop only (4 loops on hook).
3 Yrh and pull the yarn through
2 loops only (3 loops on hook).

Yrh and pull the yarn through
2loops only (2 loops on hook).
4 Yrh and pull the yarn through
the remaining 2 loops. Repeat
from * to make more dtr sts.

5 To make the next row of dtr,
turn work and ch4. This turning
chain counts as the first dtrin
anew row. Skip first st at the
base of the t-ch, work 1dtr under
the top 2 loops of the second
stitch in the previous row;
continue to the end of the row.

1 Make a foundation ring and
work the t-ch (3ch for treble
sts). Work a treble st as usual,
butinsert hook into centre of
ring. For treble sts, yrh, insert
hookintoring.

2 Finish the treble, as usual
(yrh, pullyarn through ring,
yrh, pull yarn through first
2loops, yrh, pull yarn through
2 loops). Work more sts into
thering as needed.

TRIPLE TREBLE CROCHET (ttr)
US term: double treble crochet

This is one of the longest
standard crochet stitches and is
mainly used in fancy stitch
patterns. It’s taller than a double
treble crochet stitch (described
left) and is worked in a very
similar way, as follows:

1 Make a foundation ch. Skip

5 ch, *yrh 3 times, insert hook
under top loop of next ch.

2 Yrh, pull yarn through ch loop
only (5 loops on hook).

3 1 Yrh, draw loop through

2loops only. Repeat from

3 times more and your triple
treble will be finished. Repeat
from * to make more ttr sts.

4 To make the next row, turn
work and ch5. This turning chain
counts as the first triple treble in
anew row. Skip first st at base of
the t-ch. Work 1 triple treble,
inserting hook under the top
