FOREMORD

All the crochet blocks in this book are
based on flowers, although some are
more realistic than others.

Some blocks are adapted from
traditional crochet designs, and use
familiar techniques. In general, these are
more abstract, less realistic. Many are
quite simple to work, and use only one or
two colors. Try working them in different
color combinations, chosen to suit the
purpose you have in mind.

On the other hand, most of the more
complicated blocks have been especially
designed for this book. These attempt
to express the colors and shapes of
particular flowers, using combinations
of different stitches and unusual
constructions to form the different flower
parts. As a rule, the flower color(s) will
be dictated, more or less, by the featured
flower, but the background colors can be
varied in any way you choose.

As a keen gardener, | love watching
the seasons and the different flowers
they bring, so | relished the challenge of
choosing and designing the blocks for this
book. In the garden, my favorite flower is
always the one due to bloom in a week
or two; when working on this book, my
favorite block was always the one | had in
mind to make next!

This book provides a delightful collection of over
75 floral blocks to crochet. Each is both charming in
its own right and looks fantastic when worked with
others to create throws, cushions, scarves, or other
projects of your own devising.

and resin. Aluminum hooks work well with
woolly and fuzzy yarns, whereas bamboo hooks
can help to control smooth, slippery yarns.
Sometimes changing from, say, a plastic hook

to a bamboo hook can affect the size of your
finished block; always check your gauge carefully
(page 12). Hooks are also made in different
styles, such as with a flattened thumb rest, or
(for small metal hooks) a wider wooden or
plastic handle. Try out the different styles to see
which suits you best.

As a rule, the finer the yarn, the smaller the
suitable hook. The size of hook you use, together
with the type of yarn chosen, will affect the
finished size of the blocks you make (see pages
12-13).

YARNS AND BLOCK SIZES

The weight of yarn you choose

(together with the hook size) will
dictate the finished size of the

block you make.

The Off-center square (block 37, page 90) 1s shown here made in six
different weights of yarn, each worked with the corresponding suitable
size of hook (see table on page 10).

It 15 possible to change the size of a block slightly, by using a hook
one or two sizes smaller or larger than recommended. However, this
will affect the feel of the finished block, using a smaller hook makes a
firmer block (which may be fine for a purse, perhaps, but unsuitable
for a shawl), while using a larger hook will make a tooser block, which
may not keep its shape in use.

TO TEST YOUR GAUGE

Always test your own gauge before starting any project.

1 Make a block with the yarn you want to use and a suitable hook (see table
on page 10) and press or block the work (see page 20).

2 Measure the block across the center with a small ruler (for a triangular
block, measure the length of the sides).

3 If your block is too small, try again with a larger hook. If your block is too
large, make another with a smaller hook.

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USEFUL TECHNIQUES

DIRECTIONS OF WORKING

Crochet can be worked in rows or in rounds. The method of
working for each block in this book is indicated in the instructions.

ROWS OR ROUNDS

WORKING IN THE ROUND

Blocks worked in rows are worked back and
forth. As a rule, each row begins with a number
of turning chains, which count as the first stitch of
the row: 1 ch =1 sc,2 ch =1 hde, 3 ch =1 dc,
and so on. On the following row, the last stitch is
worked into the top of the tuming chains.

Blocks worked In the round are worked
outward from the center in a counterclockwise
direction. Each round normally begins with a
number of starting chains (the equivalent of the
turning chains used when working in rows), and
each round closes with a slip stitch worked into
the top of these chains. The starting chain(s) at
the beginning of a round, together with the slip
stitch at the end, are counted as the first stitch
of the round.

Some blocks are worked in both rows and
rounds, for example the Dandelion diamond
(block 40, page 93), which consists of a central
panel worked in rows, with an outer border
worked in rounds.

Some blocks begin with the length of two
edges, and stitches are decreased at the center
on every row, ending at the top corner

Blocks worked in the round begin at the center
with either a fingerwrap or a ring of chains.

FINGERWRAP

This method closes the center tightly, leaving
no hole unless a large number of stitches are
worked on the first round.

Sometimes called a slip ring, a fingerwrap is
made by winding the yarn once or twice around
a finger (or thumb), then using the hook to pull
through a loop from the ball end of the yarn.
Do not pull tight.

Hold the wrap flat between finger and thumb
and work the starting chain(s), then work the
required stitches into the wrap, working over
the starting tail at the same time to enclose 1t.
Then pull the starting tail gently to close the
ring, and join with a slip stitch into the last of
the starting chains.

UNDERSTANDING ROUNDS

FINISHING NEATLY

Always finish off each block securely; think ahead,
and leave a long tall where it will be useful for
sewing a seam. Where the edges of blocks will
be hidden in a seam, simpty work 1 chain, cut
the yarn, and pull the tal through the last stitch.
Where the edge will be visible in use, try this
technique for a perfect finish:

Do not work the final slip stitch of the last
round. Cut the yarn leaving a 4 in (10 ¢m) tail
and thread this Into a yarn needle Pass the
needle under the top of the first strcch of the
round as shown, and back through the last stitch.
Darn in the tail on the wrong side.

DIRECTIONS OF WORKING

DARNING IN TAILS

Tails not enclosed during working a block

may be darned in on the wrong side after
completion. Use a yarn needle. and always darn
in for at least 2 1n (5 cm) to prevent the tail
from slipping out agan. For smooth, slippery
yarns, reverse the direction and darn back again
for a few stitches Trim off the excess.

On lacy blocks, darn in the tails along the back
of the stitches for about 2 in (5 cm), changing
direction to surt the pattern, so that the tail will
not show on the right side

Other suitable connectors may be contrived by
working the first one or two rounds of many of
the blocks in this book, including round 1 of the
Coral trellis square (gray sample, block 16, page

69) and rounds 1 and 2 of the Blossom square

(jade sample, block 17, page 70).

BLOCK ARRANGEMENTS
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USEFUL TECHNIQUES

JOINING BLOCKS

Blocks can be joined with sewn seams or crochet seams. Blocks made with

picots on the last round are usually joined together as they are worked. All the
blocks of the same shape in this book are of similar size, so that all the squares

may be fitted together, or all the triangles, or all the diamonds, and so on.

BLOCKING

Blocking your crochet pieces before joining
them together will improve the neatness of
the stitches and help the blocks to retain their
shape. To retain the texture of crochet blocks,
cold water blocking is recommended. Blocks
made with picots on the last round can be
blocked after joining together.

A blocking board is a small board {plywood or
fiberboard) covered with a layer of batting and
a layer of cotton fabric, which is pulled tight,
folded over the edges, and stapled at the back.
Checkered or gingham fabric provides a useful
guide for square blocks,

1 Lay the blocks flat with right sides facing up.

2 To block, check the measurements with a ruler
as you insert pins, gently easing the blocks
into shape. Pin with large-headed pins at right
angles to the edges, all around the edge of
each block. Use as many pins as you need to
hold the edges straight.

3 Use a spray bottle to mist the blocks
thoroughly with cold water. Pat them gently
to dampen all the stitches.

4 Allow to dry completely before removing
the pins.

1 Place the two blocks right sides together,

2 Use a hook one size smaller than used for the
blocks and (if possible) matching yarn. Insert
the hook through both layers. On top/bottom
edges, insert through matching stitches; on side
edges, insert either one whole stitch in from
each edge, or through the center of the first
stitch of each layer. Pull through a loop of yarn.

3 Continue in slip stitch through both layers
together.

When joining side edges of blocks worked in

rows, try out a short length of seam to find a

suitable spacing for the stitches. For example,

when joining rows of double crochet, 2 slip
stitches per row usually gives a neat result,

When working a zigzag seam (such as when

joining hexagons), work 1 or 2 chains at each

corner; so that the seam is not too tight.

This seam is suitable for joining blocks worked

in any direction. It may be worked on the wrong

side, or on the right side as a decorative feature.

When joining blocks of different colors, the

seams may be worked all in one contrasting

color for a unifying effect (see Busy Lizzie throw,

pages 134-135).

1 Place the blocks right (or wrong) sides together.

2 Use a hook one size smaller than used for the
blocks, and matching or contrasting yarn. Insert
the hook through both layers—either through
matching stitches, or through matching row
ends—and pull through a loop.

3 Continue in single crochet through both
layers together, joining each pair of stitches
with 1 single crochet.

On side edges, try out a short length to find a

suitable spacing, as for slip stitch seam.

At the corners of a zigzag seam, work 1 or

2 extra single crochet into the chain spaces of

the intersection.

Neaten your yarn tails of any color by enclosing

them as you work this seam.

1 Work the first block as given in the instructions.

2 Then work the second block as far as the first
picot to be joined, and work to the central
chain of the picot—for example, on a 5-ch
picot, work 2 ch.

3 With right side of first block facing up. insert
the hook from below. through the center of
the corresponding picot, and work a ship stitch,
which counts as 1 chain (see diagram. left)

4 Complete the picot. then continue the final
round of the second block to the next picot
to be joined.

5 Repeat steps 3 and 4 as required. then
complete the final round of the second block.
and fasten off.

Where several blocks meet together, insert

the hook into the picot diagonally opposite

(see photo. below).
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EDGINGS

There are two methods of adding an edging to your work:

grown-on edgings and sewn-on borders.

Grown-on edgings are worked directly on the
edge of the crochet, and almost always begin
with a row or round of single crochet, as below.
For a neat, firm result, use a hook one size
smaller than used for the blocks.

When working on a large project. it I1s
advisable to try out a short length of edging,
including a corner or Two, to make sure the
edging lies flat. If the edging 1s wavy, there are
too many stitches, but if it curls inward, there
are too few.

See page 24 for three grown-on edging
samples.

If worked on every round. this will make
a slightly wavy edge. so for a wide border work

SEWN-ON BORDERS

FITTING A SEWN-ON BORDER

together and join with a flat sewn seam (or a
crochet seam if you prefer). This knotted loop

! edging (page 25) fits easily around corners,

but if necessary. gather the border shghtly at
outer corners, so it is not stretched. Before you
seam the last few inches, adjust the length to fit
exactly. Join the two ends of the border with a
flat sewn seam.

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USEFUL TECHNIQUES

SMALL PICOT EDGING

PLAIN RUFFLE

This edging is worked lengthwise, usually as the
final row of a single crochet border.

With right side of work facing, work a few
rows or rounds of single crochet (2 rows
shown on chart).

Small picot row (chart row 3): 1 ch, skip first
sc, * 3 ¢ch, ss in first of these 3 ch, skip 1 sc, 1 sc
in next sc, * repeat from * to * to end, working
last sc in 1 ch. Fasten off.

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! USEFUL TECHNIQUES

PLANNING A PROJECT

Your starting point for a project may be a favorite block, an exciting color
combination, a new yarn you want to try out, or a gift needed for a special

occasion. Whatever your inspiration, there are several factors to take into account

when planning a project: the block(s), the yarn, the colors, the arrangement, and

the method of construction. Follow these guidelines for a successful result.

CHOOSE THE BLOCK(S)

Crochet fabric can be smooth, lacy, or textured,

depending on which technique you are using.
Consider the use of the finished tem to help

you choose a suttable block, for example:

A winter scarf may be lacy or qurte solid, but

the wrong side of the blocks will be visible

in wear. The wrong sides of some blocks are

similar in appearance to the right sides, while

others may differ considerably.

A blanket for a new baby should not be too

lacy, as tiny fingers can become trapped in

the holes

A shopping bag requires sturdy blocks, without

large holes (unless you choose to add a lining)

CHOOSE THE YARN

Consider the properties you need for the
project you are planning in order to choose
your yarn, for example:

For a winter scarf, a warm, light, soft yarn
might be your choice, such as merino wool
or angora blends.

For a lacy wrap, a smooth. satiny yarn such as
glazed cotton, viscose, or silk will drape well and
show off the stitch textures,

For a baby blanket, a machine-washable yarn
is a practical choice.

For a shopping bag, a strong, hard-wearing
yarn is required, such as cotton or cotton/
synthetic blends.

Also consider the weight of the yarn. This will
affect the size of blocks you make (see pages
12-13), which in turn will affect the finished
design: bold and chunky, or light and delicate.

Textured blocks add
surface mterest and three-
dimensionality to designs.

Lacy blocks work well when
they are combined with each
other, but they can also be used
10 add a touch of lightness 1o
cther block combinations,

Smooth blocks are solid and
have greater strength than lacy
or textured blocks. Interest can
be added by using different

The blocks in this book can be combined
in many different ways. Some of the basic
arrangements are shown on pages 18-19.

All the blocks of the same shape in this book
are of similar size—that is, all the squares may
be fitted together, or all the triangles, or all the
diamonds, and so on.The mix and matches
dotted throughout the book are just some of the
ways in which the blocks can be combined and
are designed to inspire you to create your own
arrangements.

Always make sample blocks to try out the
yarns and colors you have chosen, to make sure
you are happy with the resuit. Also note down
the hook size used for each block. Block each
sample as on page 20.

DESIGNTIP

With the aid of a photocopier and a camera, you can
quickly try out different arrangements by photocopying
sample blocks and arranging the copies in different
ways. You can then photograph the different
arrangements and decide what works best.

You can choose two or more
block designs of the same shape
and put them together in various
arrangements.

Some blocks feature directional rather than
symmetrical designs. These blocks may be
arranged in various ways to make larger patterns.

You can make the same block in
more than one color combination,
and arrange them to make larger
patterns, such as these zigzag stripes
formed with diamonds. See also
the Busy Lizzie throw on pages
134-135.

CALCULATE THE YARN REQUIRED

The most accurate way to calculate the yarn you
will need for a large project is to make a block,
unravel it, and measure the length of each color
used.You can then use the yardage given on the
yarn ball band to estimate how many balls of
each color will be required for the number of
blocks you want. Repeat for each design of block
you intend to use.

To calculate the amount of yarn required for
an edging (especially on a large arucle. such as a

throw), work a short length of edging over, say,

three or four blocks, unravel it, and measure the
length of yarn used.You can then estimate how
much will be required for the whole edging.

Be generous when estimating the total for
each color—it's better to have yarn left over
than to need another ball, and find you can't buy
the matching dye lot.
