that might help! Blocking your finished sock /

might resolve the issue; minor laddering will

often disappear during the washing and blocking

process. You could also try different length needles, as using a
needle that is too long or short can put strain at the changeover
points. If you find your stitches are a bit loose or slippery,
swapping to a more grippy needle like bamboo or wood may help,
as It gives you a little more control to tension the stitches when
you swap needles. Circular needles can also reduce the risk of
ladders as the stitches are ‘relaxing’ while they are on the cord.
If you are more familiar with DPNs, you may need to try a couple
of methods as well as different cord lengths/needle types before
you settle on one you are most comfortable with. Have a look for
‘magic loop’ tutorials If you are not familiar with knitting in the
round on small projects.”

“Yarns purchased from a reputable
manufacturer should be colourfast.
However, as you'll know if a red sock
has ever made its way into your
whites wash, even the best manufacturers can’t always
100% guarantee colourfastness. It isn’t necessarily a
problem with the yarn, rather some colours (and fibres)
are harder to dye to a deep shade without trapping some
loose, unbonded dye between the fibres. This loose dye
then releases over time, normally without fading the
garment (but it can wreak havoc with your whites!). You
can reduce the likelihood of colour run by buying your
yarn from a good manufacturer and buying yarn with

ball bands (so you'll know batch numbers and washing
iInstructions). Test a swatch by knitting in stripes and
washing it with your normal wool detergent. If you'll

be machine washing it, be sure to test the swatch In

the machine — a cool wash is generally best. You can
also add a commercial colour-catching sheet if you are

[— machine washing. Oh, and don't leave the garment to
soak, and when drying lay the garment flat and roll gently
In a towel to remove excess water.”

““Yarnbombing’ (also referred to as
‘yarnstorming’, ‘urban knitting’, ‘guerrilla knitting’
or ‘graffiti knitting’) is where public places are
decorated with knitting (or crochet). Projects
may be themed for an event like Christmas or
Halloween, or they may promote awareness of a charity or good
cause. Local groups like the WI and Rotary often organise charity
yarnbombs. Yarnbombs can be large or small and may involve
covering a piece of street furniture in knitting or decorating an area
with lots of small knitted pieces. They may be entirely spontaneous
or part of a co-ordinated project and may make a fleeting
appearance or be a more permanent installation. They are a lovely
way of bringing a community together to brighten up a dull spot, but
do be aware that yarnbombing is technically illegal, so it's best to
seek approval before you start decorating your local town!”

Making even increases and decreases
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ASK THE EXPERTS

Knitting teacher Debbie gives us the lowdown on how to make even increases and decreases, which will help
you get a professional finish on Kate's cover star project on page 16.

Knitting teacher Debloie sas...

“Many patterns are very specific about where increases and decreases should be placed, particularly in

complex stitch patterns. However, when working in stocking stitch, it is possible that the pattern will simply
state the number of increases or decreases that should be made across the row which can be a bit off-putting, especially if maths
IS not your strong suit. However, with some simple maths and (optionally) some graph paper to hand, you'll soon have it worked out.”

To decrease 5 sts evenly,

Increases follow the same principle with one important exception: a

The antlers
add weight to the back of the head
so it will probably be necessary to
add some stitches under the chin
