Recommended needles

Circular needles or double pointed Yarn substitutions
needles 3 mm and 3.5 mm « Pernilla from Filcolana

« Semilla Melange from BC garn
Gauge « Babyull Lanett from Sandnes
23 sts and 28 rows with needle 3.5 mm « Luna from Permin
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Abbreviations

st(s): Stitch(es)

k: Knit

p: Purl

rnd(s): Round(s)

RS: Right side

WS: Wrong side

sl2k: Slip 2 stitches knitwise
col: Color(s)

BOR: Beginning of round

About the pattern

The MOOD Beanie is worked bottom up.
The top is shaped with decreases and
the beanie is worked using the fair isle
technique.

The beanie is worked on a circular needle.
You can change to double pointed needles
or use the magic loop method when there

are not enough stitches to close the round

on the circular needle.

About fair isle

The beanie is worked with the fair isle
technique. You can work with both strands
over the left index finger. The strand closest
to you is the dominant colour. Let the
dominant colour be the background colour.

Beanie

Only size Small (medium)

Using needle 3 mm and col A,

cast on 100 (110) x sts, join in the round
and place marker. Work 8.5 (9) x cm in
stockinette stitch (k all sts).

Only size large

Using needle 3 mm and col B,

cast on x (x) 120 sts, join in the round and
place marker. Work 4 cm in stockinette
stitch (k all sts). Change to col A, and work
5 cm in stockinette stitch.

Pattern Chart
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All sizes

Change to needle 3.5 mm.

Begin working the pattern chart and repeat
it until the work measures 22 (23) 23 cm.

Work 1 turn st (use the German short

rows technique) with col A and col B held
together and turn the work in order to
continue on the WS, The WS is now the new
RS. Continue to k all sts. Work another

14 (15) 16 cm following the chart.

Decreases

Work 1 rnd where you place another
4 markers (which differ from the BOR
marker) like this:

Work 12 (13) 14 sts,
work and place marker in the next st,
work 24 (26) 29 sts,
work and place marker in the next st,
work 24 (27) 29 sts,
work and place marker in the next st,
work 24 (26) 29 sts,
work and place marker in the next st,
work 12 (14) 15 sts.

Work decreases like this:

Rnd with decreases:

*Kuntil 1 st before the marked st,
sl2k as if you were to k them together,
k1 with col A,

pass the 2 loose sts over the last k st;

repeat from * a total of 4 times, k to end.

Repeat the rnd with decreases a total of
12 (13) 14 times = 4 (6) 8 sts.

Cut off the yarn with a long tail, thread a
needle and pull the tail through the sts on the
needle. Tighten and pull the tail to the WS.

Finishing

Weave in all ends.

Gently hand wash the beanie with wool
detergent. Let it dry flat and completely
unfolded.

Sew the bottom part without pattern onto
the WS with large, loose stitches.

Fold the bottom edge one more time.
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
