PANDA PULLOVER

§  breimadam Patricia 30/03/20

The panda'’s can either be knitted in, or sewn on the sweater.
BACK:

cast on 70 stitches , work 10 rows of k1 by p1 rib.

knit up to 30 cm , than bind of 2 stitches on both sides, this is for the indication of the
armhole

knit up to 42 cm in stockinette stitch, bind off the 66 stitches.

FRONT:

cast on 70 stitches , work 10 rows of k1 by p1 rib.

knit up to 30 cm , than bind of 2 stitches on both sides, this is for the indication of the
armhole

when piece measures 38 cm, bind off the 18 middle stitches,

bind off 1 X 3—1x 2 and 1 x 1 stitches at the beginning of the next rows,

when piece measures 42 cm, bind off the 2 x 18 stitches.

SLEEVES:

cast on 40 stitches , work 10 rows of k1by p1 rib

knit up to 35 cm in stockinette stitch but increase 11 x 1 stitches at each begin and end of
every 8th row, bind off 62 stitches.

FINISHING:

sew the shoulder-, sleeve- and sideseams together
pick up 80 stitches for de neckband edging, work 12rows klby p1 rib, bind off
