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INTRODUCTION 
I love the whole Rowan story. Born of the bony and 

rugged Yorkshire landscape, Rowan yarns reflect the 

colours of their surroundings. The blackberry, 

lichen, and moss in the valleys, the subtle shades of the 

stones and granite in the hillsides around the mill—all 

meet and blend in the Rowan tweeds, chenilles, and 

wools. 

I first met Rowan’s founder Stephen Sheard at a week¬ 

end workshop in Roehampton in 1983, where he was 

selling weaving yarns, and I 

was teaching a workshop on 

colour. I spotted a gorgeous, 

ecru chunky chenille, longing 

to know if he had other colours. 

When he asked if 1 would 

design a range of colours for 

him, I was amazed but delight¬ 

ed. It was a momentous meeting 

for us both, and thus began a 

creative partnership that has 

spanned fifteen years. 

Those initial Rowan yarns 

met with an enthusiastic but 

puzzled response from knitters. 

Where were the patterns? 

There were no existing designs 

that could do justice to them, so 

I agreed to design a range of 

kits using up to twelve colours 

each. Again, response was dis¬ 

appointing. 1 had been told 

many times by yarn spinners 

that knitters didn’t want any¬ 

thing out of the ordinary. ‘The 

British don’t want to look dis¬ 

tinctive’, they insisted. Stephen and 1 did not agree. 1 

have always spotted the gypsy under the patina of taste 

that overlies British fashion, an element that the French 

and the Italians have never managed to imitate for all 

their wonderful chic. 

So we decided to push our luck, and to find someone 

who shared our vision. I contacted Mary Eddy, fashion 

editor of Woman and Home magazine, and offered to 

design a jacket for their front cover. Mary’s feel for the 

innovative gave her the same intuition as ours that the 

British knitting public was only waiting for a little inspi¬ 

ration to break out into glorious colour. So ‘Super 

Triangles’ jacket appeared on the front cover of the mag¬ 

azine in spring 1984, to a tumultuous welcome from 

knitters. Although the design comprised more colours in 

one garment than had ever been used before, each row 

used only two, so anyone who could knit simple Fair Isle 

could tackle it. The kit sold 

over 7,000 in the first few 

months, outrageously exceede- 

ing all previous sales. Stephen 

and I knew our hunch was cor¬ 

rect. 

With the kick start we need¬ 

ed, we had the confidence to 

move ahead with even more 

luscious and unique patterns. 

Designers like Sasha Kagan, 

Susan Duckworth and Jamie 

and Jessie Seaton started pro¬ 

ducing deliciously ornate and 

richly patterned designs in 

many, many colours. It was a 

thrilling and wonderful time for 

us all and proved that there is 

no challenge that knitters will 

not rise to once they have been 

inspired. 

Today knitting has taken a 

new place in the textile arts. 

Emerging from the extraordinar¬ 

ily creative phase of the last fif¬ 

teen years, the craft is now taken 

seriously. No longer is it dismissed as a ‘granny pastime’. 

Knitters are esteemed for their skill and dedication, their 

work pro[)erly valued for its creative input. Together we 

have taken a traditional craft, once essential for survival, 

and transformed it into a life-enhancing medium, with the 

potential to create magic in our lives.

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A HISTORY OF 
ROWAN YARN S 

In the corner of Stephen Sheard’s rambling garden in the Yorkshire 

countryside is a tree that he watches with special interest. It is a rowan 

tree. It was given to him by Steve, the partner of knitwear desigrrer 

Sasha Kagan, and he has watched it progress from a tiny sapling to a flour'- 

ishing young tree. 

It was an inspired gift, the namesake ol the r'ernarkahle company that 

Stephen has run for almost twerrty years. Let's he clear about one thing fronr 

the start: Rowan, the creative force that took the hand-knitting world by 

storm in the 1980s, is a mere pip-squeak of a fir-rn. In the global scherrre of 

things, where success in fashiotr and textiles is measured not in rrrillions 

but billions, Rowan’s sales barely register. 

Yet Rowan is special. The company has a worldwide reputatiorr for its 

knitting yarns, patterns, and range ol cornplenrentary pr'oducts that is con¬ 

stantly developed and updated. Its name is linked to some ol the best 

knitwear designers arourrd. Remaining loyal to the designers who grew up 

with it. Rowan is also assiduous in nurlurirrg up-arrd-corning talent. Its gar¬ 

ment collections are a subtle mix of naivete and sophisticatiorr. Its designs 

draw on tradition while being true to the moment. Above all. Rowan is 

colour, wonderful colour, in all its contrasting moods arrd hues. It was 

through colour that Rowan first made its mark, and it is Rowan’s magical 

sense of colour that continues to delight its custonrers. II the company has 

few real competitors, it is because Rowan is unique. Its colours are not bor¬ 

rowed from elsewhere, poached from other collectiorrs, or bought fronr lav¬ 

ishly-paid consultants: they are Rowan’s own. 

The narrring of Rowan goes back to a weekerul in the sunrrner of 1978, 

when Stephen Sheard and his business colleague Simon Cockirr spent sev¬ 

eral hours experimenting with words to represent the yarrr company they 

were in the process of forming in an old mill, a mile outside the small town 

of Holrnfirth. After much deliber-ation they came rrp with Rowan. 'We want¬ 

ed a word that captured a feeling of good design and naturul materials,’ says 

Stephen. ‘We both thought the name Rowan was evocative ol nature with¬ 

out being too quaint or twee.’ 

Also known as mountain ash, rowan grows profusely oir the banks of the 

small river that rushes down from the moors past the Yorkshire mill that is 

Rowan’s home. Each autumn heads of rowan berries, which turn from bright 

orange to rich red, enliven the more muted colours of the rugged hillside. 

One of England’s few native trees, the rowan is a hardy species. Perfectly 

adapted to the unforgiving weather of its moorland environment, it sends 

tough roots into the thinnest, poorest soil. In times gone by, the rowan wood 

was prized fiy wheelwrights and flelchers. Its brightly-coloured berries, too, 

were once gathered to make a drink rich in vitamin C. 

It was right that Rowan shouhl take its name from the natural world. Not 

only does its |)roduction focus entirely on fibres from natural, renewable 

resources, but the com|)any’s inspiration lies in the Yorkshire countryside. 

The word ‘mill’ conjures u[) a picture of William Blake’s ‘dark satanic 

mills’, lilackened with soot and exuding plumes of smoke. But imagine 

instead a narrow counti-y lane, flanked on either side by high stone walls, 

winding down to a tiny hamlet. A scattering of weavers’ cottages dating 

from pre-industrial times cluster round a tall sandstone building tucked 

into the hillside. This is Rowan’s Green Lane Mill. 

Erika Knight, a knitwear designer who bought yarn from Rowan in the 

early days, recalls being collected with another designer from \^akefield 

station and driven back to the mill. ‘As we turned down this tiny lane. I 

remember thinking, “it just can’t be down here’’.' she says. ‘But there it 

was: a wonderful mill. Immediately you went in. the feeling was of coming 

home.’ 

Built around 18.30, the four-storey mill produced wool gabardine cloth 

destined for the sturdy overcoats worn during the heyday of the British 

Empire. Before the advent ol steam, the mill’s noisy shuttle looms were 

powered by a water wheel turned by the River Ribble. which fed five other 

mills farther downstream. The water wheel was made redundant by a steam 

boiler, which exploded one fateful day in 1913. According to a local man 

who, as a small l)oy, witnessed this calamitous event, the mill ‘never wove 

another ])ick.’ 

When Stephen Sheard and Simon Cockin bought Green Lane Mill in 

1979, the building had suffereil some fifty years of neglect. The roof had 

caved in at several jdaces. and a pair of owls was nesting in what is now the 

l*lioli)^r<if)li by Stvi'P llansoii

kit-making room. Once their young had flown, these [jarticular residents 

were gently encouraged to find alternative accommotlation. 

Stephen’s own roots are firmly embedded in West Yorkshire. He was 

l)rought up in the village of Almondbury, now a suburb of Hu(klersfield. His 

father, who came from larnimg stock, was an embodiment of the work ethic 

instilled in families who had never had things easy. Starting off by selling 

footwear, he opened a draper’s shop, eventually expanding to three stores. 

Each proudly bearing the legend ‘J E Sheard High Class Eamily Draper’ in 

gold letters, the shops stocked evei-ything needed for the family—from 

white cotton vests and long grey socks to working boots and warm winter 

jackets. The linoleum floors were polished to a glassy sheen. The merchan¬ 

dise lay neatly stacked in the glass-lronted drawers of oak cabinets. 

The eldest ol lour children, Stejihen was involved in the business from 

an early age. Early in his teens, it was his duty to do the ‘rounds’ on 

Saturday mornings, travelling to outlying cottages to collect the weekly 

installments of money owed to his father’s business. Saturday mornings 

were savoured rather than resented as the rounds gave Stejihen amjile 

e.xcuse to ride his scooter up and down the muddy lanes. 

Stephen was a natural entrepreneur and craftsman. ‘I was always 

involved in a project ol some kind, whether it was collecting conkers, weav¬ 

ing wicker trays or building a canoe.’ says Ste|ihen. ‘I liked working with 

my hands and making things to sell. I hated lessons, most ol which seemeil 

to have little point.’ 

On leaving school, Stephen joined his father’s firm to get a taste of busi¬ 

ness. It was a disaster. Father and son, alike in their single-mindedness, 

clashed, and. after an unhapjiy six months, Sheard senior wisely called it a 

day. At age seventeen, without a job. and with no cjualifications, Stephen 

faced a bleak future. This all proved a turning point. Deciding to enter the 

textile industry, which surrounded him in its multifarious forms, Stephen 

went to Huddersfield Polytechnic to learn textile tlesign. Here he proved 

himself to be a highly-motivated student, and in his final year he won a 

nationwide competition for woven design. 

After college. Stephen worked for a number of local com]ianies, build¬ 

ing up valuable experience in textiles. In 1971 he joined a Lancashire firm 

owned bv the Cockcroft family, a name made internationally famous by Sir 

John Cockcroft.-ihe Nobel-prize winning nuclear physicist. Stephen was 

asked to design a collection of tweed upholsteiy fabrics, working alongside 

a Swedish designer who had lieen hired to inject the sought-after 

‘Scandinavian’ look. Before long, Stephen was inviletl to Sweden to see for 

himself the modern approach to design. 

This brief trip proved pivotal. The Swedish textile industry had none of 

the inheritance that was traditionally the strength, Init ultimately jiroved the 

downfall, of the Yorkshire textile industr)'. In Sweden. Stephen saw that 

designers, who in Yorkshire came lower down the pecking order than sales 

and technical peojile, were running their own companies. The revelation 

that a comiiany could be design-led came at exactly the right time, for 

Stephen had already begun to buy up old hand (lobby looms for just a few 

jiounds each, installing them in the lolt of a (ormer cooperative building 

next to the thirteenth-century church in Almondbury. 

In the evenings and weekends, Stephen experimented with weaving. 

Using the thick selvages cut from fabric woven on modern rajiier looms 

(which were sold to waste merchants) on a linen warp, he produced thick 

chenille-like rag rugs to sell through cralt retailers. 

Leaving his secure job with the Cockcrofts, who berated him lor throw¬ 

ing his career away. Stephen established a second enterprise to cater to llu' 

growing market for craft activities. Ills hand-weaving kits, which came 

complete with a frame loom, materials, and instruclioiis, sold in thousands 

to craft shops up and down the ('01111117. 

At this point Stejihen was joined by a friend, Simon Cockin, a ci\ ii engi¬ 

neer who had recently returned from Australia, where he had been on a 

bridge-building job in flohart, lasinania. Bursting out of llieir cramjied 

jiremises in the co-op loft, Stejihen and Simon leajied at the chance to buy 

Green Lane Mill for the handsome jirice of £8,()0() (LIS $]2,()()()). Batching 

up the holes in the roof and installing a wood-burning stove to stave ofl the 

w'orst of the cold, they set to work weaving rugs and making uji kits. 

J’he move into knitting yarns came about more by accident than design. 

In sourcing yarns for the weaving kits, Stephen and Simon had built up a 

portfolio of high-quality jiure wool yarns. These they sold to handloom 

weavers at craft shows. Soon they were also supplying the first generation of 

designer knitters, whose creativity was making fashion headlines. These 

young knitters, many of whom had only recently left art school, were strug¬ 

gling to find sujijiliers willing to provide small quantities of yarns in a good 

range of colours. In their relaxed, colouiful clothes, they got short shrift from 

the liesuited sales representatives of the Yorkshire spinning mills, whose 

jiroduction was geared to customers ordering not jiounds but tons of yarn. 

Stejihen was immediately imjiressed by the afiility and integrity of these 

small-scale knitters. They included such well-known designers as Sasha 

Kagan, Erika Knight, Susan Duckworth, and Jean Moss. It was through 

working closely with such highly creative designers, and responding to their 

needs for a ‘jiaintbox of colours’, that Stephen began to develop Rowan’s 

own style. 

‘It was just wonderful to come across Rowan,’ says Erika Knight. ‘I’d had 

tremendous jiroblems trying to source yarns, both in the UK and abroad, 

^ou kejil hearing these sjiinners saying, “Look, darling, don’t you under¬ 

stands The minimum order is ten kilos.” Stejihen’s attitude was so different. 

He actually listened.’ 

Sasha Kagan, a designer with a series of creative knitting books to her 

name, remembers Stejihen coming to see her in her studio in mid-Wales 

during a tour of knitwear designers. ‘No other yarn supplier had ever come 

to visit us. Stephen wanted to get to know designers and learn what our 

needs were,’ she says. ‘My jiartner Steve, who grows trees, gave Stejrhen a 

rowan tree to plant in his garden. When my fourth child was born I called 

him Rowan, inspired by the red berries of the rowan tree. I thought his hair 

might be red like mine.’ 

In order to dye up the small quantities required by small producers, 

Stephen and Simon offered work to a local dver, Mike Barraclough. whose 

emjiloyer's liusiness was closing down. Mike, whose premises are four miles 

down the road from Rowan’s Green Lane Mill, calls his small enterprise 

Mammoth Dyers. ‘Mike likes to say that he’s the second best dyer in the

counlrv. \\e'\'e never ioiind oiil wlio's llie best. His siiades are always spot 

on.' says Stephen. 

A major hreakthrongli eame in ld(?2. when an American-horn artist, 

ilressetl in battered jeans, wandered into the Rowan stand at a craft fair. 

I’his was Kaffe Fassett. who was later to become a knitting legend. The 

brief and non-committal conversation that followed was to change the 

course of both their careers. 

In typically laid-back manner. Kalfe asked Stephen il he had any 

colours in the w'hite spun chenille yarn that Rowan was showing for the first 

time. Steiihen replied that he didn't. Matters conki have rested there, but 

Stephen returned to Hoimfirth with the feeling that he had met someone 

very special indeed. Guided by his intuition, Stephen asked Kalfe to colour 

up some varn for a range of dved chenille yarn. Within the space of a few 

weeks, Kaffe was working regularly with Rowan, conti ibnting design ideas. 

■|t was Kalfe who persuaded ns that it was worth sticking with the creative 

end of the market. Acr\'lic hand knitting varus were verv big in the 1980s. 

and it would have been easy to go down that road.' says Ste|)he]i. "It was 

Kaffe. too, who defied those who said that hand knitters would never knit up 

multicoloured [)atterns in fine yarns.’ 

It was a logical [progression lor Rowan, with its ex|)erience in weaving 

kits, to develo|i Kaffe Fassett knitting [racks. Fach kit, containing detailed 

instructions and as many as fifteen different colours, was ([uile literally a 

‘wool sho[r in a box’, allowing amateur knitters to create a Kalle Fassett gar¬ 

ment with little wastage. 

f rom the mid-1980s onwards. Rowan staged regular worksho[)s for knit¬ 

ters, inviting knitwear designers to give inspirational talks and ha]uls-on 

encouragement. Many took [place at Green l.ane Mill, othei's in London. 

One tour, set up for a groiqp (pf American knitters, invpplved a visit to the 

Outer Hebrides to meet w(pmen knitting the traditional Fair Isle [patterns. 

‘dhe workshops brought all these fabidous people together to create 

things in a lovely atmosphere. There were doctors, students, impthers. and 

daughters,' says Erika Knight, ‘hots <pf knitwear designers got to kncpw each 

other thnpugh wcprking with Rcpwan. I'here was a trememlous feeling (pf s(p1- 

idaritv. We were like a great big fanpily. 'let for all Ste[phen's a[P[proachabil- 

ity, he has never dropped his [professional standards.’ 

The next move was int(P retailing. Rowan's design team could see that, 

as the long-established traditicpn of [passing skills down Ipelween genera¬ 

tions began t(P falter, the craft of haipd knitting was itp rlanger of disa|)pear- 

ing. Knitting was ikp longer taught at school. The depaitment stores, too. 

were chpsing their knitting secticpiis. faced bv mounting [nessnre to max¬ 

imise tnriKPver. 

Rowan's ‘shop-within-sho[ps', with their stnpng design emphasis, were 

develo[)ed to step intcp this breach. Staffed by ycpung textile design gradu¬ 

ates fired with bonipdless enthusiasipi lor c:realive knitting, they made an 

imnpediate impact. The first Rowan sbo[> opened at Libeity’s of London in 

Regent Street in 1988. Ten nupre Rowan de[partnpents ([uickly l(p|l(pwed in 

otherstppres. .A concessicpii in Raris was launched as recently as 1997. 

T(pday Ripwan has fifteen [partner enteiprises anpund the wppild. frppm 

.Australia tcp Iceland. "These businesses, iikpsI (pI which are run by wcpiipen. 

are Rcpwan in their [particular markets, d(ping everythippg that we dip,’ says 

Ste[phen. ‘'rhe enthusiasm and cipmmitment ipf ipur ipverseas dislribnliprs is 

treiipendipusly im[portant tip ns.' 

dip sav tliat the Rowan Magazine ‘jnsl ba[p|pened' is, [perlia|ps, mislead¬ 

ing. Rut the magazine, which has become the mainslav of Rowan's opera¬ 

tions, grew out of the com[pany's need to tell a story with its pi'odniis. Each 

season, it brings together the com[pany’s new coloni's, yains and [patteiiis. 

using both its in-house designei's and independent designer knitters com¬ 

missioned to contribute their own a[p[pripach. 

d’he first edition of the Rowan Magazine came out in 1985. It w'as an 

instant hit. Today, the Rowan Magazine is published twice a year, each 

with 12(1 [Pages of fashion and editoi ial. In between the main issues come 

slimipier editions, focusing on [particidar theipies such as denim ipr tweed. 

.All Rowan’s [publications aim to inform, guide, aipd, abipve all. in.s|pire. Its 

market reseai'ch has shown that, although most of the consnmei's who pur¬ 

chase the magazine buy it to make use of the patlerips, some [peo[ple buy 

it [purely to build up a collection of contemporary knitting designs. 

Rowan is justifiablv [proud of the creativity it has nurtured from with¬ 

in the com[pany. Fhe mipst glowing exam|)les of this homegrown talent are 

Kathleen Hargreaves and her two daughters KiiPi and Lindsay, all of 

whipm work for the com[iany and live just ten miiputes walk away from the 

mill. Viith no formal f[ualificaliipn in design. Kathleen joined Rowan to 

woi'k in the warehouse, [packing and dis[palching kits. Rut it was not long 

befoi'e her ex[pei'tise with knitting needles was discipvered. In growing 

demand for [pattern writing, Kathleen found herself making a valuable 

contribution to the creative direction of the company. Now the design and 

[Publication upauager, she is res[ponsible lor planning every as[pect ipf the 

magazines. 

Kim, the eldest of Kathleen’s daughters, first worked for Ripwan dur¬ 

ing scIupppI luplidavs. helping t(p [pack (prders anrl fill shelves. Stimulated Ipy 

the sunp[ptu(pus cpplour cornbiipatitpiis she saw usefl in the first Kaffe Easset 

knitting kits, Kim begaip devehp[ping ideas (pf her own. .Sle[phen. whip had 

already mpticed Kim’s natural style in the way she dressed, was ([uick to 

s[P(pt that she was someone well wiprth eipcppuraging. T(pday. Kim designs 

abppiit a third (pf the garments in each Pupwan .Magazine. Her knitting 

designs have wppii wides[pread accdaim Icpr their wearability and clever use 

of cpphpur.

Apiece of knitting fresh off the needles is 

like a rough diamond waiting to be pol¬ 

ished. Blocking out each piece to shape 

before you sew up a garment will uncurl edges, 

smooth out wrinkles, and enhance textures. 

U hen you have invested time, money, and cre¬ 

ativity into knitting a beautiful designer pattern, it’s 

well worth making just that bit more effort to ensure 

that the finished result is as perfect as it can be. 

‘Blocking is the tenn used for ‘setting’ a piece of 

knitting by pinning it out to shape and treating it 

with water or steam. Blocking esures that flat fab¬ 

rics like stocking stitch are perfectly smooth and 

flat, and that textured knitting like cables, lace, and 

ribs are as three-dimensional as possible. 

Blocking greatly reduces the teiulency of fali- 

rics with a stocking-stitch base to curl up, making 

it easier to join seams and match patterns. Before 

blocking, the top and bottom of a piece tend to roll 

out. while the sides roll in. This curling is in the 

nature of knitted fabric and will never totally van¬ 

ish. but it can be greatly reduced. 

WHAT YOU YEED 

A large, flat pinning surface. This can be a 

bed, a blanket-covered table, a cork-lined board, 

or even the corner of your living room carpet. 

A piece of gingham or otlier lightweight fabric 

with bold, bright checks. 

A tape measure. 

Glass-headed pins, preferably 5 cm (2 in) long. 

A water sprayer, steam brush, or steam iron. 

Step 1 
Sew in all ends before you begin. Cover the 

pinning surface with the gingham, securing the 

corners with pins. With a tape measure, mark key 

positions on the checked fabric following the mea¬ 

surement diagram supplied in your pattern: the 

cast-on line, the widest and narrowest side points, 

the start of the armhole, etc. To block a symmetri¬ 

cal piece, start by placing the centre line right in 

the middle of a check. You can then measure one 

side and mirror it for the other by couiiting the 

checks. 

Step 2 

With the right side facing upwards, spread the 

knitting out and pin the key points in place. If there 

is a riltljed welt, flatten, but don’t stretch it. Let the 

knitting above tlie rilj reach its full width gradually. 

Pin along the vertical and horizontal edges, fol¬ 

lowing the lines of the checks. It is best to put one 

pin at each end, then one at the centre, followed by 

one in the centre of the two halves and so on. A flat 

pattern, such as garter or moss stitch, needs few 

pins. Others, such as stockijig stitch, will need 

more. 

The rule is to go on pinning until the line is 

straight. Use a straight edge such as a mler to guide 

you along diagonal lines. When blocking identical 

or symmetrical pieces such as sleeves or jacket 

fronts, use the gingham as a guide to get a perfect 

match; just position the second piece by counting 

the checks to match the first. 

Flatten stocking-stitch-knitted fabrics by pat¬ 

ting gently with your hand. To remove the odd 

bump, push one or more pins down to their heads or 

jjlace a light weight oji top after steaming or s]iray- 

ing. 

Brijig any distorted stitches into line at this 

stage, too—an over-large stitch can be made small- 

ei- by easing the yarn along the row with the point of 

a cable needle. 

A [lattern that draws in, such as a rib. will need 

stretching slightly. To make it moi'e three-dimen¬ 

sional. run a knitting neeille gejitly along each 

groove to accentuate the textiu'e. 

For cable patterns, run a line knitting needle 

gently along the purl lines. Cable crossings can be 

emphasised by slightly pinching them between your 

tiunnb and forefinger. The same can Ire done to the 

cables and bobbles of a more complicated pattern. 

Some patterns might recjuire diflerent kinds ol 

tricks to help them look theii' best. Sim|)ly decide 

what the stitch is tiving to do and think of ways to 

accentuate this by closing uj), stretching out, or 

bringing up the texture. 

Step 3 
Now spray or steam each piece, including 

ribs. Both methods are equally effective, although 

steaming is faster. 

To spray, use a fine water sprayer and complete¬ 

ly wet the surface of the knitting. You will need to 

wait several hours for the knitting to diy, which can 

be a disadvantage if you are in a huny or can’t spare 

the pinning surface for any length of time. 

For steaming, a special steam brush is quick 

and easy, but can be expensive to buy. If you do a 

lot of knitting, however, this handy tool is well worth 

the investment. 

An ordinary steam iron will work too, but be 

sure to keep the iron well above the knitting so that 

it doesn’t touch the fabric and flatten it. 

For stocking-stitch knitting only, place a damp 

cloth over the fabric and press carefully with a diw 

iron. 

Step 4 

Now simply leave the pieces to completely dry 

before removing the pins. Your curled and 

unformed knitting will have lieen magically 

transformed into neatly shaped pieces of fabric, 

all ready to be joinetl together into a professional 

lookitig, beautifully finished garment.

Kiiitlino- with more lhan one eolour can he 

confusing if you're not sure of ihe tech- 

nii|ues iinolved. \\ liy do some charts only 

sliow a small square of pattern, wiiile others dis¬ 

play a shaped piece, complete with inotils^ How 

are you supposed to make yarns stretch across the 

hack of the knitting without ptdling it com[)letely 

out of shape? And how on eaitli do you knit a 

motif in the middle of a cardigan Iront? 

Simply put, colour knitting can he di\ ided into 

two main categories: patterns where only two or 

three colours are used in eyery row and where all 

the yarns are carried across the hack ol the 

work—this is called ‘Fair Isle' knitting, and pat¬ 

terns where a diflerent length ol yarn is used for 

each separate area of colour—this is calletl ‘intar- 

sia" knitting. 

Working from eharf.s 

Most multicoloured designs, whether Fair Isle 

or intarsia, use charts to simplily the written knit¬ 

ting instinctions. Charts are set out on graph 

paper, with one square representing one stitch, anri 

each horizontal line of sriuares representing one 

row. Blank srpiares usually denote the hackground 

colour, and the different synihols in the srpiares 

relate to the dilferent colours to he knitted. 

For exam|)le: 

= main colour 

X = 1st contrast colour 

''' = 2nd contrast colour 

- = .did contrast colour 

0 = 4th contrast colour 

II there are large areas ol colour to he worked in 

an intarsia design, they will sometimes he outlined 

and a coded numher or letter will he given lor that 

area, rather than a symhol lor eac-h s((uare. 

11 working from symhols is hard on your eyes, try 

using coloured pencils or lelt-ti|) pens to fill in each 

sc|uare with the appropriate colour first. This will 

make your knitting and the chart look the same. 

Most colour charts are worked in stocking 

stitch—one row knit, one row purl—unless the 

pattern states otherwise. The first and every odd- 

numhered row are knit rows, and are knitted fol¬ 

lowing the chart from right to left. The second and 

every even-numhered row are purl rows, and are 

purled following the chart from left to right. Charts 

usually have numhers njiining u[) one or Ijoth 

sides to hel|) you keep track of where you are. 

I\ee|) your place on the chart with sticky Post It 

labels, and move them u[) row by row as you work 

your way up.

In most Fair Isle charts only a section of the 

])attern will be shown, usually one full repeat with 

stitches either side to make sure the [)attern 

matches up neatly on the side seams. To knit the 

first |>attern row. knit the few stitches on the right 

of the chart as indicated for the size you are knit¬ 

ting. repeat the pattern stitches as many times as 

instructed, then knit the stitches on the left. On 

the second pattern row. a purl row. the reverse 

should be done—purl the required stitches on the 

left, repeat the pattern stitches across the row.

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Colour Works 

Stranding yarns 

The colours in Fair Isle knitting are carried 

across every row, with only one of the colours 

being worked at a time. The yarn or yarns not in 

use are stranded across the back of the work. It is 

important that the stranded colours are not pulled 

tightly, or the knitted fabric will pucker out of 

shape. One way to avoid this is to make sure that 

the stitches on the right-hand needle are spread 

out and that the strand, or float, is long enough to 

comfortably span these stitches before making the 

next stitch. Another key point when changing 

colours is to be consistent about keeping the main 

yarn above, and the contrast yarns below. This 

way, the floats will lie flat on the fabric and the 

balls of yarn will not need untangling at the end of 

each row. Another way to avoid tangling the yarns 

is to turn the point of the right-hand needle (with 

the knitting on it) away from you at the end of 

every knit row, and towards you at the end of every 

purl row. 

Stranding yarns. The main yarn should lie 

on top, the contrast yarn below to keep 

the floats flat against the fabric 

Weaving yarns 

Carrying a yarn across more than four or five 

stitches will produce long floats on the back of the 

work which can catch. To avoid this, weave in 

unused yarns by taking them first above, then 

below the yarn that is being knitted. 

Take the tail of the 

second yarn up and. . . 

. . . over the top to the yarn that is 

being worked 

The new yarn will be held neatly against 

the back of the work 

intarsia 

Intarsia knitting is very different from Fair Isle 

knitting, both in appearance and in the way it is 

worked. Charts usually show the knitted piece in 

its entirety, with all shapings clearly marked. This 

ensures that all colour areas and motifs are prop¬ 

erly placed on the chart. Each area of colour is 

knitted with separate lengths (not balls) of yarn, 

which are twisted together at the joins and left in 

position until required on the following row. They 

are not carried across the back of the work, so the 

resulting fabric is more flexible and not as thick 

as a piece of Fair Isle knitting. The single most 

useful tip for intarsia knitting is to use ‘manage¬ 

able’ lengths of yarn, about one to one-and-a-half 

metres long. If there are a lot of colours being used 

in a small area they inevitably get tangled, and if 

these were all balls of yarn, you would spend more 

time untangling them than you woidd knitting! But 

if the yarns are used as short lengths, when a ]iar- 

ticular colour is needed it can easily be j)ulled 

free of the others. 

Twisting gttrns at eolour joins 

d’wisting yarns when changing from one colour 

to another is vital when working intarsia. Work to 

the colour change point, then take the colour you 

Twisting yarns together on a knit row 

Twisting yarns together on a purl row 

have just been using over the top of the yarn you 

are about to use. Pick up the new yarn and, 

pulling firmly, work the next stitch. This will pre¬ 

vent gaps being made in the work where two 

colours meet and will make a neat join on the 

wrong side. 

Joining yarn 

So what do you do in the middle of a piece of 

intarsia when the lengths of yarn run out? Just 

cut off a new length of the right colour and start 

working with it. weaving in the new end as you go 

along as shown in the illustrations at left and 

above. Leave a 15cm 'tail' on the new colour and, 

starting approximately 10 stitches before it is 

needed, take the tail above the w'orking yarn on 

every other stitch. The tail will be caught into the 

work at least five times and will be secure 

enough to cut off. 

Once you learn and practise a few basic tech¬ 

niques, and get to know some of the tricks 

designed to make knitting simpler, working with 

more than one colour can become as easy as 

knitting plain or textured designs, and will open 

up a whole new world of pattern and design.

THE IMPORTANCE OE TENSION 

Many knitters don’t realise the importance of 

getting the correct tension before starting their 

garment. But because the tension determines the 

finished size of the garment, it is crucial to spend 

a little time getting it right. Your pattern always 

tells you how many stitches and rows you need to 

produce a piece of knitting that will measure 

lOcm (4 in). All knitters vary enormously in the 

way they work, so you may well find that you 

need to use a needle size larger or smaller than 

the one suggested. 

MAKING A TENSION SWATCH 

Cast on the number of stitches given in the 

tension guide plus ten more. If the stitches are to 

be measured over a pattern, cast on the correct 

multiple of stitches to knit the pattern. Work in 

the required pattern until the swatch measures 

approximately 12cm (5 in). Then break the yarn, 

slip it through the stitches and slip the stitches 

off the needle. Don’t cast off—this could distort 

the swatch. 

COUNTING THE STITCHES 

Lay the swatch down on a flat surface and, in 

the centre of the swatch, place a ruler horizon¬ 

tally on the square, lining it up along the bottom 

of a row of stitches. Place a pin at zero and 

another at the 10cm (4 in) mark. Count the 

stitches between the pins, including half stitch¬ 

es. if any. Make sure you are absolutely accurate, 

as even half a stitch out will make the finished 

garment the wrong size. 

ADJUSTING YOUR TENSION 

If you have less stitches than that given in the 

tension measurement, your knitting is too loose 

and the garment will be too big. Knit up another 

swatch using smaller needles. If you have more 

stitches than given, your knitting is too tight and 

the garment will be too small. Knit up another 

swatch with larger needles. As long as you get 

the right tension, it doesn’t matter what size nee¬ 

dles you use. Remember that if you have to make 

any adjustment to the size of needles for the 

main garment, adjust needles for ribs and neck¬ 

lines accordingly. 

COUNTING THE ROWS 

Lay the swatch down and place a ruler verti¬ 

cally on the square, lining it up along one side of 

a column of stitches. Place a pin on the zero 

mark and another at the 10cm (4 in) mark. Count 

the rows between the pins, including half rows, if 

any. If you have the right tension stitchwise, the 

rows are likely to be correct. Row tension is less 

important than stitch tension since patterns usu¬ 

ally give lengths as measurements, not number of 

rows. 

TIPS 

• Wlien you are measuring garter stitch, don’t 

forget that eacli ridge represents two rows. 

• When measuiing rib, remember to count purl 

stitclies wliich may have disa|)peared between 

knit stitches. 

• If you are knitting with mohair, hold the swatch 

up to the light to count the stitches. 

SEWING UP 

After you have spent time knitting a Rowan 

garment, it is well worth knowing how to put the 

final touches to it for a professional finish. It’s 

just a matter of giving that little extra and know¬ 

ing the right methods. 

MATTRESS STITCH 

Use this stitch wherever you want an invisi¬ 

ble seam. If you have never tried it, you will be 

amazed at how much better your seams look. 

With the right sides facing, lay the tw’o pieces 

of knitting to be joined together side by side. 

Thread a blunt ended needle with yarn and 

secure the yarn on the back of the work. Bring 

the needle through to the front and insert it 

between the edge stitch and the second stitch on 

the first row. Pass the needle under two rows, 

then bring it back to the front. On the opposite 

piece of knitting, take the needle under the two 

opposing rows and repeat this zigzag action back 

and forth. .After a few centimetres, pull the varn 

to join the seam, pulling it a little tighter than 

necessary at first, then stretch the seam back 

into shape. 

Take the needle under tico routi on the left 

hand pieee of knitting. 
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Colour Works 

Take it across and under tiro roivs on the 

right hand piece. 

JOINING RIBS 

W hen joining two ribbed sections, take only 

half a stitch from either side each time, so that 

when the seam is joined, the two half stitches 

make one complete stitch. 

JOINING A CAST-OFF EDGE TO A SIDE 
EDGE 

Use this method for joining the top of a drop 

shouldered sleeve to a side edge. Lay the two 

pieces in position, then pin them together with 

safety pins at both ends. Pin halfway between 

the two pins, then place pins at each halfway 

point until there are pins approximately every 

3cm. Zigzag across the seam as for mattress 

stitch, but work under one or two rows or stitch¬ 

es as necessary to keep the seam flat. Remove 

pins as you go. 

TIPS 

• Always use a new length of yarn, rather than an 

end used for casing on or off, for sewing up. 

• Always use matching yarn where possiltle 

when you are joining seams. (We have used 

contrasting yarn lor our photographs for clear¬ 

ness only.) 

• It is easier to sew up a garment with the pieces 

laid flat on a table rather than on your lap. 

DARNING IN ENDS 

When you have knitted a garment in lots of 

colours, you will have many ends of yarn left at 

the edges after you have finished. It is important 

to darn them in securely before sewing up. 

Thread a darning needle with each end and 

weave it in horizontally at the back of the work. 

Snip off, leaving an end approximately 0.5cm 

long. 

KNITTING WITH CHENILLE 

As cotton chenille has no natural elasticity, 

the stitches need to be pushed closely together 

as you knit to avoid bars appearing between the 

stitches. 

TIPS 

• Knitting with chenille will be easier if you feel 

along the strand to determine which way the 

pile lies. Pull a strand from the centre of the 

ball and run your fingers down it. If it feels 

smoother going toward the ball, cast on with 

this end. If it feels rough, cast on with the end 

from the outside of the ball. 

• Do not use chenille to sew up a garment—it 

has no natural stretch and will break. Use a 

OK yarn in a matching colour instead. 

• .Always use bamboo needles for knitting with 

chenille, 'ton will lind that the stitches run more 

smoothly than knitting with metal needles.

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The Finishing Touch 
SUE HORAN 

Much time and money is spent knitting a Rowan sweater, so it is important to get a ready 

good resiiR when it comes to working the neckband. 

If a neckband is badly knitted, with stitches unevenly picked np, you will never be total¬ 

ly satisfied with the finished garment. This is espeeially important on a plain sweater knit¬ 

ted in a simple stitch like stoeking stiteh, when any uneven stitches will be very apparent. 

It is important, too, to pick np the correet number of stitches round a neckline. If you are 

following a pattern, the instructions will give yon the exact number of stitches to knit up, 

hilt if yon are working a design of yonr own, it is worth taking a little more care when 

picking up stitches for the neckband. Take care not to pick np too many, or too few, stitch¬ 

es. Too many stitches will give a frilled look, too few will give a neck opening that proba¬ 

bly won t fit over yonr head. If the neckband is not right, don t l)e afraid to })nll the whole 

thing back and start again. 

SHAPII^G UP 
W hen shaping the neck at the knitting stage, 

try to ensure that the edge remains as neat as pos- 

sil)le. This will make jiieking up the neekhand 

stitches much easier. W hen casting oil in groups 

for a round neckline, stitches should he cast off in 

pattern and the first stitch of each group should he 

slipped. This gives a sloping edge, rather that a 

step, to each cast olf group. 

For a ‘V’ neckline, a neater edge will he 

achieved on a jrlain stitch if the shaping is worked 

one or two stitches in from the edge. This is called 

‘fully-fashioned’ shaping. 

TIP 

When working a neckband, 

always use needles one or 

two sizes smaller than those 

used lor knitting the 

garment. This gives a firmer, 

more elastic hand. When 

casting off, use a needle one 

size larger that the ones you 

have been using. This will 

make sure the neckband 

isn’t too tight to fit over yonr 

head. 

Most knitting patterns give instructions for 

knitting the neckhhands on two needles. To do 

this, the right shoulder seam is joined first, leav¬ 

ing a long, straight etige to he picked up for the 

neekhand. Before starting, check the |)ressing 

instructions on the hall Irand. II the varn can be 

pressed. j)in out the knitted pieces to the correct 

shape, and steaju or press carefully. Join the right 

shoidder seam and press it on the wrong side. 

After the neekhand is completed, the left shoulder 

seam and the two edges of the baud are joined 

together and |)ressed. (In our photos we have 

shown oidy the front neckbands for simplicitv.) 

Another method is to join both shoulder 

seams, and to pick up around the neckline using 

a circular needle, d'he hand is then knitted in the 

round, d'his method eliminates the need to join a 

seam alter knitting, hut means that knitters need 

a complete set of circniar needles in different 

sizes.

To pick up the stitches that will loiin a new row 

along a neckline, lirst pin out the pieces and 

steam or press them, then join iIk' I'ight shoidder 

seam.

To ensure even spacing, use pins to 

divide the neck into equal sections and pick up 

the same number of stitches from each section as 

you go. 

Kl^ITTII^G A ROLIAD AECKBAAD 

Round neckbands of more than a few rows are 

usually finished with a ribbed border, as these are 

the most flexible. If the pick-up row isn’t as titly 

as you would like, knit the first row, then contin¬ 

ue in rib for the rest of the band. Tlie knit row will 

help hide any irregular stitches. Udien measuring 

the depth of the band, remember that the band 

wall stretch out after casting off. so always work 

two more rows than you think you need. Always 

cast off in rib. 

To knit a modern, stylish neckband, work tlie 

neckband in ril) for the ref|uired (le])tli, then work 

about eight rows of stocking stitcli (one row knit, 

one row purl). Cast off loosely. Allow the stocking 

stitch to roll gently on to the right side of the 

sweater. 

PICKIAR UP A ‘V’ AECKBAAD 

When picking up the stitches lor the neck¬ 

band, it is important that they are evenly spaced 

around the neck edge. Again, the easiest way to 

ensure this is to divide the neck edge into eijual 

sections with pins. If sixty stitches are needed lor 

each side of the neck, divide each side into six 

equal sections with pins. Ten stitches must be 

picked up from each section and these stitches 

should be spaced evenly. 

TIP 

For a really professional 

finish, the neckband on a 

cable or Aran-style sweater 

looks much neater if any 

ribbed stitches on the front 

and back follow through into 

the neckband rib. 

KAITTIAG THE BAAD 

For a ribbed ’V’ neckband, pick up stitches 

evenly down the left front edge. At the centre 

front, either knit the centre front stitch or pick up 

and knit one stitch. Fasten a salety pin through 

this stitch. Pick up the stitches up the right front 

ol the neck and knit the stitches from the back 

neck holder. Make sure you have an odd number 

of stitches for the back neck. (You may need to 

pick up and knit an extra stitch to achieve this.)

Many knitting patterns these davs give 

instructions lor dillerent types of bands—moss 

stitcli. 2-colour rib and Fair Isle are onlv a few of 

these. As these need to lie reduced in tension to 

stop them becoming too wide, lollow the instruc- 

tios carelully until you have enough exjierience 

to ex|)erimenl with dillerent types of bands your¬ 

self. But once you have a little experience, there 

is no limit to the creative ways you can finish off 

a plain neck.

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Picking Up The Pieces 
GAIL ABBOTT 

A piece of knitting need not be 

mined becanse yon bave 

dropped a stitcb or worked 

some stitebes in tbe wrong 

colour. Follow onr guide to 

eorrectmg your mistakes and 

your finished knitting will be as 

perfect as yon coidd wish 

Most proltlems are caused when we rush 

lilindlv ahead without noticing that a 

stitch has Iteen dropped or a colour 

wrongly knitted. Carefullv cliecking each row 

l)efoi'e starting tlie next is always a good plan, as 

any problems can be rectified before too may rows 

have been worked above the mistake. A dropped 

stitch is easilv (licked up if it is only one row 

down. However, if you leave it to work its way 

down the knitting, es[)ecially if you are knitting a 

com[dicated Fair Isle or intarsia (liece, the prob¬ 

lem can be much more difficult to sort out. When 

you are knitting from a chart and see too late that 

one or two stitches have lieen worked in the wrong 

colour, it is better to wait until the whole (liece is 

finished before correcting the mistake with Swiss 

darning. 

DROPPED STITCHES 

Vi hen a stitch slips off the end ol the needle 

unnoticed and the you carry on, the stitch is left 

hanging in the middle of the row. This is why it is 

a good idea to check the last row you have worked 

before starting the next. If you notice a di'opped 

stitch, it can be easily picked up on the way back 

along the next row.

Sli]i the right-hand needle through the stitch 

from Iront to back, picking li|) the horizontal 

strand above it at the same time.

Keep the crochet hook (lointing u()wards slightly 

so that the stitch doesn't fall off. and insert it 

under the strand immediately above the stitc-h. 

Pull this first strand through the stitch. Continue 

working up the 'ladder', (licking up the strands 

one by one until all the strands have been picked 

U(i and one stitch is left on the hook. Insert the 

left-hand needle through the stitch from front to 

hack and continue the work as before.

W hen knitting in colour, or in a textured stitch, 

you may need to return to a mistake made on a 

(irevious row in order to snccessfullv correct it.

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Picking Up The Pieces 

On a knit stitch, insert the left-hand needle 

through the centre of the loop below the first stitch 

on the right-hand needle. Do this from front to 

back. Pull the loop upwards slightly so that the 

stitch above drops off the end of the right-hand 

needle and pull the yarn free of the loop. Continue 

right along the row in the same way. 

On a purl stitch, the same method is used. 

Unravelling a fe« row s 

If a mistake is discoveretl a few rows back, you 

may find tliat unravelling more than one row stitch 

by stitch takes too long. The only thing to be done 

here is to take the work off the needles and unrav¬ 

el the yarn. Mark the row below the mistake with 

a coloured marker or safetv pin first, and don’t for¬ 

get to mark the number of rows vou intend to pull 

back on vour pattern if you are in the middle of 

any increasing or decreasing. 

Using a smaller-sized needle than the ones you 

are knitting with, pick up the loo])s along the 

marked row. taking the needle through the stitch¬ 

es from front to back as shown here. 

Gently pull the yarn and wind it into a ball as 

you pull it free of the original stitches. When 

unravelling knitting worked in two or more colours, 

wind the different colours sejiarately. Yarns with 

texture, like chenille, the tweeds and kid silk, will 

need extra care as the stitches w'ill need to be gen¬ 

tly eased apart in places. The mistake will fall 

away with the unravelled yarn, and you can con¬ 

tinue knitting from your pattern as before. 

TIP 

Unravelled yarn can be re-knitted il it has only 

recently been knitted for the first time. II the yarn 

has been knitted up for some time before being 

pulled out you may lind it is too crinkly to re-knit. 

To re-use a large amount of unravelled, crinkly 

yam, compress the ends of a wire coat-hanger and 

wind the unravelled yarn onto this. Hang the yarn 

over a steaming kettle or pan of boiling water—it 

will miraculously straighten for re-wimling and re¬ 

knitting. 

DAmil^G 
The best way to correct mistakes in a Fair Isle 

or intarsia pattern is to keep a careful eye on the 

work as you knit, unravelling any rows with mis¬ 

takes, and re-knitting them as described above. 

However, with a really complicated pattern, even 

the most careful knitter might miss one or two 

stitches, or work them in the wrong colour or even 

in the wrong place. Swiss darning is a method for 

working on top of incorrect stitches after the work 

has been cast off, and before it is blocked out or 

pressed. Swiss darning can be used for reworking 

single stitches, or for small blocks of colour. 

darning' on a horizontal row 

Use a tapestiy needle threaded with the cor¬ 

rect coloured yarn, and weave in the end on the 

wrong side ol the work. Working Irom right to leil. 

bring the needle through the base ol the iirsl stitch 

to be covered with the new colour. Now lake the 

]ieedle under the stitch ahove and bai'k through 

the base of the first stitch. 'Hie first stitch will be 

completely covered and appears in the new 

colour. Continue along the row lor as many stitch¬ 

es as recjuired. 

S\vi<«,s darning 4»n a vortical ron 

Thread a needle and weave in the end as 

before. Working from bottom to top. bring the nee¬ 

dle out through the base of the first stitch and 

cover it in the same way. Now take the needle 

through the base of the stitch above and continue 

covering stitches in a vertical row. 

TIP 

Less experienced knitters can use Swiss darn¬ 

ing when working a complicated intarsia pattern 

to lill in the smaller, fussy bits. For example, knit 

the broader shapes of colour like the centre 

square and the outer and inner star as shown on 

this chart. Swiss darn the outlines shown by the 

symbol • and the details shown by the symbols ♦ 

and V. 

W ith these recoveiy methorls. there is no need 

for even the most inexperienced knitters to leave 

mistakes to in their work. All your finished 

knitwear will be as perfect as possible, and only 

vou will ever know that there was a problem to 

soKe.

Olitaining the eon'ect tension is perhaps the single 

factor that can make the difference Ijetween a suc¬ 

cessful garment and a disastrous one. It controls 

both the shape and size of an article, so any varia¬ 

tion, however slight, can distort the finished look of 

the garment. No one wants to speml hours and hours 

making a “skinny rib" when they really want a 

“sloppy Joe”. Different designers feature in our 

Irooks and it is their tension, given at the start of 

each pattern, that you must match. Within each pat¬ 

tern there may he different tensions given, for 

instance, if either iiitarsia or Fair Isle technic|ues 

and stocking stitch are used in the same design. 

Ue strongly advise that you knit a square in pattern 

and/or stocking stitch (depending on the pattern 

instruction) of perhaps 5 to JO more stitches and 5 

to 10 more rows than those given in the tension note. 

Place the finished square on a flat surface and mea¬ 

sure the central area. If you have too many stitches 

to 10cm (4 in), tiy again using larger needles; if you 

have too few stitches to 10cm, tiy again using small¬ 

er needles. Once }'ou have achieved the coirect ten¬ 

sion, your gannent will he knitted to the measure¬ 

ments given in the pattern. For more information on 

tension, see ’Knitting Viorkshop" on page 00. 

,411 ribs should be knitted to a Finn tension; for some 

knitters it may be necessary to use a smaller needle. 

In order to prevent sagging in cuffs and welts, we 

suggest you use a ’4cnitting-in” elastic. 

SIZE NOTE 

The instmctions are given for the smallest size. 

here there is more than one size, the figures in 

brackets are for the larger sizes. If there is only one 

set of figures, it refers to all sizes. For ease in read¬ 

ing charts it may be helpful to have the chart 

enlarged and outline the size you intenti to knit. 

CHART NOTE 

Many of the patterns in the l)Ook are worked from 

charts. Each square on a chart represents a stitch 

and each line of scjuares a row of knitting. When 

working from the charts, read odd rows (k) from 

right to left and even rows (p) from left to right, 

unless otheiwise stated. Each colour used is given a 

different symbol or letter and these are shown in the 

materials section or in the key alongside the chart 

of each pattern. 

KNITTING WITH COLOUR 

There are two main methods of working colour into 

a knitted fabric: intarsia and Fair Isle technicjues. 

The first method produces a single thickness of fab¬ 

ric and is usually used where a colour is only 

required in a particular area of a row and does not 

repeat in pattern across tlie row, as in the Fair Isle 

technique. 

Iiitarsia: The simplest way to do this is to cut short 

lengths of yam for each motif or block of C'olour used 

in a row. Then, joining in the various colours at the 

appropriate point on the row, link one colour to the 

next by twisting them arountl each other wliere they 

meet on the wrong side to avoid gajis. All ends can 

then either be darned along the colour join lines as 

each motif is comjileted, or they can he “knitted in” 

to the fabric as each colour is worked into the pat¬ 

tern. This is done in much the same way as “weav¬ 

ing in” yarns when working the Fair Isle techni([ue 

and does save time darning in ends. It is essential 

that the tension is noted lor intarsia, as this may 

vaiy from the stocking stitch if both are used in the 

same pattern. 

Fair Isle Knitting: When two or three colours are 

worked repeatedly across a row, strand the yam not 

in use loosely behind the stitches being worked. If 

you are working with more than two colours, treat 

the “floating” yarns as if they were one yam and 

always spread the stitches to their coirect width to 

keep them elastic. It is advisable not to carry the 

stranded or “floating” yams over more than three 

stitches at a time, but to weave them under and over 

the colour you are working. The “floating” yams are 

therefore caught at the back of the work. For more 

information on knitting with colour, see ‘Colour 

Works’ on page 74. 

PRESSING 

After working for hours knitting a gannent, it seems 

a great pity that many garments are spoiled because 

so little care is taken in the pressing and finishing. 

After darning in all the ends, block each piece of 

knitting. Press each piece, except ribs, gently, using 

a wann iron over a damp cloth. Take special care to 

press the edges as this will make the sewing up both 

easier and neater. For more infonnation, see ‘All 

Blocked Out’ on page .55. 

FINISHING INSTRUCTIONS 

When stitching the pieces together, match the 

colour patterns very carefully. Use a back stitch for 

all main knitting seams and an edge to edge stitch 

for all ribs unless otheiwise stated. Join left shoul¬ 

der seam using back stitch and neckbaml seam 

(where apjiropriate) using an etlge to edge stitch. 

Sleeves 

Set-in sleeves: Ease sleeve head into annhole 

using back stitch. 

Square sel-in sleeve: Set sleeve head into arm¬ 

hole, the straight sides at top of sleeve, to foim a 

neat right-angle to cast-off stitdies at armhole on 

hack and front, using back stitch. 

Straight cast-ojf sleeve: Place centre of cast-off 

edge of sleeve to shoulder seam. W ith hack stitch, 

sew in sleeve using markers as guidelines where 

applicable. 

Slij) stitch pocket edgings and linings into place. 

Sew on buttons to coiTes[)ond with buttonholes. 

After sewing iqi, press seams and hems. 

Ribbed ivelts, neckbands, and any areas of 

garter stitch should not be pressed.

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Stephen Sheard has been at the 
helm of Rowan since founding the 

company in 1978. After studying 

textile design at Huddersfield 

Polytechnic, Stephen worked in the tex¬ 

tile industry in the UK and visited 

Sweden where he observed firsthand that 
a company could be designer- rather than 

sales-led. Inspired by the abilities of such 
designers as Sasha Kagan, Erika Knight, 
Susan Duckworth, and Jean Moss, 
Stephen and his partner Simon Cockin 

built up a portfolio of high-quality yarns 

that offered a ‘paintbox of colours’. A 

chance meeting between Stephen and 
Kaffe Fassett in 1982 proved a break- 
through for Rowan. Within the space of a 

few weeks, Kaffe was working regularly 
with Rowan, contributing design ideas. It 

was Kaffe who insisted that it was worth 

sticking with the creative end of the mar¬ 
ket. Today, Rowan remains committed to 
nurturing up-and-coming talent, and each 

year embarks on fresh ventures.
