The Weavers Hat

Yarn Chaska Dk Tacama
100 G 175 m / 191 yd
3.2§mm Needle

(magic loop 100cm)

Size Ladies Medium

The Weavers Hat is a simple hat that begins
with a 2x2 rib for the brim, followed by 15 cm’s
of Woven Stitch Pattern, a few basic decreases

and your done!

I find the Woven Stitch Pattern has a nice
knitting rhythm and, its very easy to

remember.

I hope you enjoy knitting and wearing the hat

Lets Begin...

Cast on 96 Stitches using a Longtail cast on.

(or your favourite cast on)

Work 12 rounds of 2 x 2 Rib.

Establish Woven Stitch Pattern

Round 1 (K1, WYIF S1) * repeat to end.
Round 2 Knit Even
Round 3 (WYTF St, K1) * Repeat to end
Round 4 Knit Even

Repeat rounds 1 to 4 for 15 cm (from the end of the 2x2

rib). Ending on a row 1 or 3.

Decrease and Cast Off.
Round 1 (KTOG) * Repeat to end (48)
Round 2 (WYTF St, K1) * Repeat to end.
Round 3 (KTOG ) * Repeat to end (24)
Round 4 (WYTF S1, K1) * Repeat to end.
Round 5 Knit Even

Cut yarn leaving a 150cm tail.
Using a wool needle, thread
through remaining stitches, pull
tight and sew in tail. Block as

desired. Enjoy !
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
