22 stitches and 28 rows, to 10 x 10cm,
over stocking stitch, using 4mm
needles.

With Db, ss 18 rows.

39th row: K14 (17) (20) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end. With Db, ss 5 rows.
45th row: K47 (50) (53) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end. With Db, ss 7 rows.
53rd row: K35 (38) (41) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end. With Db, ss 3 rows.
57th row: K12 (15) (18) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue in Db, p 1 row.

Shape armholes: Cast off 2 (3) (4) sts at
beginning of next 2 rows.

Dec 1 st at each end of next 3 rows and 3
following alternate rows — 54 (58) (62) sts.
Ss 3 rows.

Next row: K41 (43) (45) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

With Db, ss 5 (5) (7) rows.

Next row: K18 (20) (22) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end. With Db, ss 13 rows.
Next row: K35 (37) (39) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue in Db. Ss 3 (7) (9) rows.

Knitting
Shape shoulders: Cast —
off 12 (13) (14) sts at
beginning of next 2
rows — 30 (32) (34) sts.

Leave these sts on a spare needle.

15th row: K11 (14) (17) Db, 59 (62) (65) Cd.
16th row: P59 (62) (65) Cd, 11 (14) (17) Db.
Reading chart (see page 10) from right to
left on right side (k) rows and from left to
right on wrong side (p) rows work motif
from chart thus:

1st row: K9 (12) (15) Db, k across 1st row of
chart, k9 (12) (15) Cd.

2nd row: P9 (12) (15) Cd, p across 2nd row
of chart, p9 (12) (15) Db.

Keeping the 9 (12) (15) sts at each side of
52 chart sts in Db, continue working motif
as set until 42nd row of chart has been
worked.

Shape armholes: Continue working from
chart, cast off 2 (3) (4) sts at beginning of
next 2 rows.

Dec 1 st at each end of next 3 rows and 3
following alternate rows — 54 (58) (62) sts.
Work last row of chart.

With Db, ss 2 rows.

Next row: K31 (33) (35) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

With Db, ss 7 rows.

Next row: K11 (13) (15) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue in Db only, ss 1 (3) , l

(5) row(s).

Shape neck: Next row: K18 (19) (20),
k2tog, turn and work on these 19 (20) (21)
sts for left side.

Left side: Dec 1 st at neck edge on next
7 rows — 12 (13) (14) sts.

Ss 6 (8) (10) rows. Cast off.

Right side: With right side facing, slip
centre 14 (16) (18) sts onto st holder, rejoin
yarn to remaining sts, k2tog, k to end -
19 (20) (21) sts.

Dec 1 st at neck edge on next 7 rows —

Sleeves

With 3amm needles and Cd, cast on 38
(42) (46) sts.

Work 6 rows in k1, p1 rib.

Change to 4mm needles.

Beginning with a k row, work in ss and
inc 1 st at each end of first row and 4
following 6th rows — 48 (52) (56) sts. P 1 row.
Stranding yarn not in use loosely across
wrong side, work thus:

Next row: K1 (3) (1) Db, [6Cd, 2Db] to last
7 (9) (7) sts, 6Cd, 1 (3) (1) Db.

Next row: P3 (5) (3) Db, [2Cd, 6Db] to last
5(7) (5) sts, 2Cd, 3 (5) (3) Db.

Continue in Db only. Ss 2 rows.

Inc 1 st at each end of next row and
following 6th row — 52 (56) (60) sts.

Ss 3 rows.

Next row: K10 (12) (14) Db, mb with Cd,
20Db, mb with Cd, with Db, k to end.
Continuein Db only, p 1 row.

Inc 1 st at each end of next row and
following 6th row — 56 (60) (64) sts.

Ss 3 rows.

Next row: K41 (43) (45) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue in Db only. Ss 5 (9) (15) rows.
Next row: K17 (19) (21) Db, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue straight in Db only until sleeve
measures 25 (28) (31) cm, ending with a
p row.

Shape top: Next row: With Db, cast off 2
(3) (4), k35 (36) (37) sts more, mb with Cd,
with Db, k to end.

Continue in Db only. Cast off 2 (3) (4) sts at
beginning of next row.

Dec 1 st at each end of next row and 2 (3)
(4) following alternate rows — 46 sts.

P 1 row.

Dec 1 st at each end of next 10 rows — 26
sts. Cast off.

Polo collar

Join right shoulder seam. With right side
facing, using 3%amm needles and Db, pick
up and k14 (15) (16) sts down left front
neck, k14 (16) (18) sts from centre front,
pick up and k14 (15) (16) sts up right front
neck, k30 (32) (34) sts from centre back
neck — 72 (78) (84) sts.

Change to 4mm needles.

Beginning with a k row, ss 40 (48) (54)
(62) rows.

Shape armholes: Cast off 3 sts at
beginning of next 2 rows.

Dec 1 st at each end of next 3 rows and
3 following alternate rows — 43 (47) (51)
(55) sts. **

Ss another 19 (21) (23) (25) rows.

Shape neck: Next row: K13 (15) (16)
(18), turn and work on these sts only for
right side.

Tension

22 stitches and 28 rows, to 10 x 10cm,
over stocking stitch, using 4mm needles.
20 stitches and 28 rows, to 10 x 10cm,
over loopy stitch, using 4mm needles.
23 stitches and 28 rows, to 10 x 10cm,
over coloured pattern, using 4mm
needles.

Abbreviations

K, knit; p, purl; st, stitch; tog, together;
inc, increase (by working twice into
same st); dec, decrease (by working 2
sts toQ); ss, stocking stitch (k on right
side and p on wrong side); nil, meaning
nothing is worked here for this size; yo,
yarn forward, yarn round needle or yarn
over needle to make a st; loop1, insert
right needle kwise in next st, [bring
yarn round point of needle, then under
and over first finger of left hand] twice,
yarn over point of needle again and
pull the 3 loops just made through the
st dropping st off left needle, place
these 3 loops back on to left needle
and work k3tog.

Rib another 4 rows. Cast off in rib.

Left side: With right side facing and using
4mm needles, slip centre 17 (17) (19) (19)
sts onto st holder, rejoin yarn to remaining
sts and k to end - 13 (15) (16) (18) sts.

Dec 1 st at end of next row.

Change to 3%amm needles.

Shoulder button band: Next row: Cast
off 3 sts (1 st on left needle), [k1, p1] 4 (5)
(5) (6) times, k nil (nil) (1) (1) =9 (11) (12)

(14) sts.

Next row: K1 (1) (nil) (nil), [p1, k1] to end.

Rib another 4 rows. Cast off in rib.
Neckband: With right side facing and
using 3¥amm needles, pick up and k9 sts
down right side neck including band, k17
(17) (19) (19) sts from centre, pick up and
k9 sts up left side neck including band -
35 (35) (37) (37) sts.

Beginning with a 2nd row, work 6 rows in
rib as on welt. Cast off in rib.

Front

Work as back to **.

Ss another 9 (9) (11) (13) rows.

Shape neck: Next row: K12 (14) (15) (17),
k2tog, turn and work on these 13 (15) (16)
(18) sts only for left side.

Left side: Dec 1 st at neck edge on next
2 rows and 2 following alternate rows —

9 (11) (12) (14) sts.

Ss another 5 (7) (7) (7) rows.

Change to 3%amm needles.

Shoulder buttonhole band: Next row:
P1 (1) (nil) (nil), [k1, p1] to end.

Next row: [K1, p1] to last 1 (1) (nil) (nil) st,
k1 (1) (nil) (nil). Rib 1 row.

Buttonhole row: Rib 2, work 2tog, yo, rib
3 (3) (4) (4), yo, work 2tog, rib nil (2) (2) (3).
Rib another 2 rows. Cast off in rib.

Right side: With right side facing and
using 4mm needles, slip centre 15 (15) (17)
(17) sts onto st holder, rejoin yarn to
remaining sts, k2tog and k to end - 13 (15)
(16) (18) sts.

Dec 1 st at neck edge on next 2 rows and
2 following alternate rows — 9 (11) (12) (14)
sts.

Ss another 5 (7) (7) (7) rows.

Change to 32amm needles.

Shoulder buttonhole band: Next row:
[P1, k1] 4 (5) (6) (7) times, p1 (1) (nil) (nil).
Next row: K1 (1) (nil) (nil), [p1, k1] to end.
Rib 1 row.

Buttonhole row: Rib nil (2) (2) (3), work
2tog, yo, rib 3 (3) (4) (4), yo, work 2tog,

rib 2.

Rib another 2 rows. Cast off in rib.
Neckband: With right side facing and
using 3amm needles, pick up and k18 (19)
(19) (20) sts down left side neck including
band, k15 (15) (17) (17) sts from centre, pick
up and k18 (19) (19) (20) sts up right side
neck including band - 51 (53) (55) (57) sts.
Beginning with a 2nd row, work 1 row in
rib as on welt.

Buttonhole row: Rib 3, yo, work 2tog, rib
to last 5 sts, work 2tog, yo, rib 3.

Rib another 4 rows. Cast off in rib.

Sleeves

(both alike)

With 3amm needles, cast on 33 (35) (37)
(39) sts.

Work 8 rows in rib as on welt of back.
Change to 4mm needles.

Beginning with a k row, ss 4 rows.



Inc 1 st at each end of next row and 4 (5)
(5) (6) following 6th (6th) (7th) (8th) row(s)
—43 (47) (49) (53) sts.

Beading

The important thing to remember
about this technique is that the beads
must be threaded on to the yarn before
starting to knit.

here is a picot cast-off

The knitting yarn needs to sit snugly

in the bead, so it will probably be too
thick to pass through the bead doubled
up in the eye of a knitter’s sewing needle.
In this case make a loop of sewing thread
in a sewing needle and take the end of
the yarn through the loop.

Take the sewing needle through each

bead then slide the bead over the
thread and along the doubled knitting
yarn until the estimated number of beads
sit on the single yarn from the ball.

Knit to the stitch where the bead is

to be placed, bring the yarn to the
front of the work and slide the bead
along the yarn and close to the right-
hand needle. Here it is shown with
stocking stitch for clarity.

Slip the ‘bead’ stitch purlwise then

take the yarn to the back, so that the
bead is sitting close to the work in front
of the slipped stitch.

Slip ring

Unlike a chain ring, a slip ring can be
pulled tight after the stitches have
been worked so that it makes a firm,
small centre.

As for a slip knot, make a ring with
the working end of the yarn crossing
above the free end.

Instead of pulling the yarn ends

to make a knot, hold the ring flat
between first finger and thumb of the
left hand. The loop on the hook forms
the base of the first stitch, which in this
case will be three chain to count as the
first treble.

Dip the hook into the ring, catch the
working end of the yarn and pull it
through the ring to the front.

Carrying on stripes

When I'm knitting stripes, should | break the
yarn off at the end of each stripe, or should |
carry it along the side to be picked up later?
I've always found it best when knitting even-
numbered rows of stripes to carry the yarn along
the edge. And | make sure to twist the carried
colour with the working colour frequently to help maintain
the tension. By doing this, you won't have to sew all those
ends in later and you save yarn, too. But if your stripes are
worked over an odd number of rows, you might consider
using double-pointed or circular needles. That way, you can
start the row from the end where the yarn is left without
having to turn the work around or break off the yarn at all.
Just be careful with this method when it comes to shaping.

Joining shoulders

I loved the denim jacket in your September
issue, but got stuck when it came to joining
the shoulders. How do | do this?
The jacket’s designer used a technique
where the front and back shoulder stitches
are cast off together on the right side.

For the right shoulder you work along the right side
of the back, with the right front behind the back and
with the wrong sides of both pieces together. Make sure
the points of your spare needles are at the outside edge,
and insert the right needle in the first stitch on the
back. Then, in the first stitch on the front, place the
yarn round the point of the needle and pull it through
both stitches on the spare needles. You should then
drop these stitches off the spare needle.

Work in the next stitch on the back and front in the same
way. Then, pass the second stitch over the first. Carry on
until all the specified number of stitches is cast off. There
should be some stitches remaining on the right front for the
jacket’s collar. The centre back stitches are also left for the
collar. As are the first-quoted number of stitches on the left
front (the same as the number of stitches left for the collar on
the right front). So cast off the remaining left back and front
stitches together in the same way as you did on the right.

How to judge

I've been asked to be a judicator for a knitting
competition. What should | take into account
when judging the entries and picking a winner?
I'd split the entries into categories. Items for
babies, kids, adults, accessories, homeware, toys.
Then, select three of the best items in each
category, and from that three, a winner and runner-up. For
an overall winner, choose one from the category winners.
I'd be judging each entry on how well it’s made; the skills
and technique used; the item’s suitability for purpose, and
the choice of yarn, colour and pattern. Good luck!

I've never mastered the art of picking up :
dropped stitches. Can you tell me how to pick |
them up so | don’t have to unravel every time? :
I
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It's easier to work in stocking stitch. Use a crochet
hook about the same size as your knitting needle.
With the right side facing you, insert the hook
into the dropped stitch. Catch the horizontal bar above the
stitch and pull it through, making sure the new stitch is the
same tension as your other stitches. Continue like this until you
reach the working row. Do the same but on the wrong side
if you drop a stitch while working in reverse stocking stitch.
It's more tricky picking up a dropped stitch if you're
working a textured pattern. Calculation might
be needed to work out which row the dropped
stitch is on and what stitch should be worked
next. Once you've fathomed that, work
into the dropped stitch from the front
for knit-stitch and from the back for
purl-stitches along the horizontal bars.

2nd round: Join in Green, 2ch (counts as
1htr), Thtr in base of 2ch, [2htr in next st]
to end, sIst in 2nd of 2ch - 12 sts.

Break off Green.

3rd round: Join in White, 2ch (counts

as 1htr), 2htr in next st, [Thtr in next st,
2htr in next st] to end, slst in 2nd of 2ch
— 18 sts.

4th round: 2ch (counts as 1htr), [Thtrin
next st] to end, slst in 2nd of 2ch.

5th round: 2ch (counts as 1htr), htr2tog,
[Thtr in next st, htr2tog] to end, slst in
2nd of 2ch - 12 sts. Fasten off.

Stuff eyes lightly and sew to centre of
face over 10th, 11th and 12th rounds.

1st round: With 3.00 hook and Black,
work as 1st round of body.

Sew nostrils to 5th round at centre of
face.

With Black, embroider mouth as shown
in photograph. Cut Pink and Green into
18cm lengths and using 1 strand of
Green and 1 strand of Pink together,
knot fringes for mane from top of head,
between ears, down to centre back of
head. Beginning with 6 fringes across
between ears, tapering down to 2
fringes at back of head.
