p attern Instructions:

Set up: CO 49 pairs of sts (98 total), plus the number of
sts needed for your choice of edging.

Rows 1-647: Follow charts 1-9 in DK (pages 3-11).
Finishing: BO, then DS RS using charts 3, 4, 6, 7, and 9

(pages 5, 6,8,9,and 11). Turn work and DS WS using
charts 10-14 (pages 11-15). Weave in ends.
